So if anybody wants to go, you need to get with me immediately. I am sending off, I have got in touch with them today and they are going to be faxing me stuff on it on the exact dates and the schedule and the hotel where it is at and I will get that information to everybody as soon as I can. But start making up your mind if you are going to go cause we will have to do a finance ordinance right away.

Councilwoman Robinson: When are the dates?

Clerk Matlock: If I knew, I would have told them. It is sometime in September.

Councilwoman Robinson: First week, second week, or third week?

Councilman John: I think it is the 26th through the 28th. 

President Bagbey: Is there anybody on Council interested in going?

Councilman John: I will have to check my schedule.

President Bagbey: Well, I won’t be because I have got school in session. The other thing that I failed to mention we have an appointment to the Historic Preservation Commission which has been referred to as another term in this chamber. The Mayor has submitted Roberta Harting Second Ward Representative to replace John Winniger who has resigned because he has now taken a paid position with the Building Authority. This would fulfill the Lincolnshire Neighborhood Association Connie. She has attended the most recent Commission Meeting, has invited guests, and has expressed her interest as being involved as a permanent member. If we approve Mrs. Harting’s term it will expire December 31, 2006. I will place her name in nomination for that position.

Councilman Kniese: Did Troy say is he going to come back and address Council?

changes to conform with state statue and once those are completed we will probably get a copy. It will probably be next week or the week after.
