A RESOLUTION CONCERNING THE LEVEE AUTHORITY

President Bagbey:  We have to have discussion.  Councilman Jarboe, Madam Controller?  

Lisa Acobert:  President Bagbey and Members of Council.  I’m not sure that I can say more to this Resolution than Councilman Jarboe already has.  This is a Resolution to remove the Levee Authority from the Counties maximum levee and create it as its own taxing district.  Councilman Kniese was right. The reason we are doing this now is because the State has requested us to do this so that it falls in line with the timing of the Council, the County Council adopting their budget.  So, that’s the reason why we need to move on this quickly.  President Bagbey had mentioned that the County Council has adopted this Resolution, I believe, sometime in August and the County Commissioners will adopt a like Resolution tomorrow.  The State has asked us to do this, in this form so that it will be effective for the 2006 budget.

Councilwoman Walden:  Madam Controller, how exactly will this effect the City Budget?

Lisa Acobert:  It will not.  The maximum levee, the way it’s set up now, the levee authorities within the Counties maximum levees will have no impact on the City’s Budget.

Councilman Kniese:  Just for the record, could you state approximately the assessment for $100 value, isn’t it..

Lisa Acobert:  I do not have that number.  I do know that the Counties assessed value I believe is $7 billion dollars.

Councilman Kniese:  For this though I thought I read where it was .026…….

Lisa Acobert:  Right, on each $100 of assessed value.  That is a large number.  The thing you have to remember about this is that the Levee Authority will have to petition the State to establish it’s own maximum levee, so that’s something that they will have to approve and based upon the history of the budgets there I don’t believe that they would approve something to the max.

Councilman Melcher:  And the City of Evansville is still going to maintain the, I guess, like the workers there and everything.  That’s all going to be run through the city?

Lisa Acobert:  That’s correct.

Councilman Melcher:  So nothing is going to be changing with the workers?

Lisa Acobert:  No, in fact the city still administers their payroll system, the personnel, my office still handles the flow of funds.  Actually the money itself, the property taxes are collected by the County, but I act as the treasurer of the Levee Authority.

President Bagbey:  Any other questions?  Anyone in the audience?
