MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS

TROY TORNATTA – COUNTY TAX PHASE-IN

President Watts:  Councilman Tornatta, you are on.  Welcome.

County Councilman Tornatta:  Good evening.  Troy Tornatta with the Vanderburgh County Council.  Placed on your desk or in your packets at sometime in the past week or past week and a half was the Tax Phase-In Document for Vanderburgh County, the one that has been adopted in 2005 by members of the Vanderburgh County Council unanimously.  My reason for coming to the City Council is to try and get the county and the city on the same page and get both units on the same document.  I guess right now I’m here to answer any questions that you might have on this document or explain any of the idea’s that have been put forth by a lot of hard work by not only outside business, outside real estate brokers to….or some local brokers, to different politicians, and Chamber of Commerce.  We are trying to hit as many people as we can and get their ideas thrown out there so we could get a composite of what we needed as an entire county to continue with economic development and make it favor this area.  This is a document that I think the county embraces and we would like to see the city embrace it as well.  We totally understand that the document that the city had was a great starting place and it was a workable document and we used it to our advantage to come up with a document that took tax abatement out and put tax phase-in in those places that puts some more emphasis on good jobs, getting bigger companies to come to this town.

Councilman Melcher:  First, I applaud you about getting the county to do something because the county…when we first put ours together and it took us about three (3) years, we had the same 

people except we did ask the County Council to sit on it.  We met over in the Mayor’s Office…took us three (3) years to get our tax abatement done.  It took you a lot shorter time so you did a lot better job than what we did.  I think that ours still is a little stronger than yours the way it is.  I’m glad that you were able to keep us informed as you were doing things.  I do think it would have been nice, or at least if you wanted more of our input, maybe have our finance chairman on your committee or on the County Council’s Committee like we had Phil Hoy representing the County Council.  What was supposed to happen back then, three or four years ago after we got ours passed, the County Council, we’ve had this discussion, but for the record they were supposed to have passed it.  They didn’t do it.  They just decided it’s just easier to pick and choose and we went ahead and did it and Curt John liked the part about the scoring system because we were looking at what other people were doing around us.  But even ours is not perfect.  I kind of like the bonus points in a way, but if we go to bonus points on ours, we’ll probably have to lower some of it I believe to get it to add up to a hundred instead of over a hundred like yours is, but I really like the way ours is laid out.  The one thing we didn’t get in ours, which is probably more today than it’s ever been and you see it every day, is that we need drug testing and I think it’s really important that we do that.  The city has already passed an ordinance on anybody that’s dealing with the city, they have to be tested.  So I think in fairness if we are going to be having these tax phase-ins, which we changed our name to tax phase-in, I think that was Angela’s part of her deal four years ago.  As we explained tonight, it’s still more money in everybody’s pocket (inaudible).  I think you have done a good job.  I still like ours better.  I think we need to maybe, even maybe this year or something, look at maybe doing something.  Maybe we could look at some of your ideas and put it together.  I just wish we could have been sitting at the table with you because I think it would have worked out a lot better.  I really believe that when we pass something we are going to have to refer to our own ordinance that we have already passed, talking about drugs.  That’s my opinion.

Councilman Kniese:  First of all Troy, you and I have met several months ago and I appreciate you inviting me out to your business where we talked about this.  I think it was a good starting point and the first draft that you had we had some differences of opinion, but that is healthy I think to get to a draft.  I think it’s really good.  I see that you have made several changes that are more in mind with what I personally could live with the document.  Secondly, I’m a true believer that at some point in time the city and county has to have the same.  I think they are pretty close right now with what you are proposing from what Councilman Melcher was referring to what we use.  The scoring system I think is a little more fair way and the objectivity here let me clarify some things but I think this is a good start.  You have made some changes that I would hope, because of input from several people, that you have kind of felt maybe we should put this back on the bonus side versus it being you know in the scoring system itself.  I did a little analysis myself here and on the real property scoring system, a company could score a maximum of 50 points, which is I think an additional four years it could add to their tax phase-in.  And then on personal property it would be a maximum of thirty points on the bonus, which would then allow them an additional three years in the tax phase-in.  One of the challenges I think, we might have with that is certain companies because of the make up and what they do, their employee base might not allow them to participate in some of these bonuses.  It doesn’t mean they are a bad company for our city or our county.  It’s just that they don’t have the ability to participate.  So just kind of keep that in mind as you go through this and continue to work with this document 

here.  I will say this I appreciate the input that you’ve taken from myself and the others involved and I think it’s much better than what the first draft was, which you probably anticipated that going into it.

Councilman Kiefer: Thank you, Mr. President.  Councilmen, I appreciate the work you’ve done on this.  I know it’s been a big effort for you because working across party lines and also working as a minority in the county council, I feel your pain.  I understand what you are going through sometimes.  But I really think you’ve done a good job on this and if there’s a way we could have one tax phase-in document that works across the entire county including city and outside the city limits, I think that’s a good thing and I would support you in continuing your efforts on this.  I’m not sure what the next step is for you to have that one single document.  I’m sure you are going to continue working with DMD, but I just wanted to commend you on your work on that.

Councilman Bagbey:  Troy, not to be on the Troy Tornatta bandwagon, but when I was council president, we had numerous conversations and I do want to compliment you.  What I would like to see, because I do agree with several other council people, I do think it would be better if we had one unified document and I think they are extremely close and what I’d like to have is Rob Schaefer and Mr. Lamar and maybe you, councilman, sit down and bring back to us with Councilman Jarboe as our Finance Chairman, some type of document where it looks like we can go both ways.  I mean where it satisfies our concerns that we need to meet in the city but more as a unified document.  Rob, can you set up or facilitate discussion on this?  Ok, that is what I would like to see, Mr. President, with Councilman Jarboe being an intricate part of it.

Councilman Jarboe:  I’ll jump on the bandwagon for I know we have had a lot of discussions about this and I totally agree.  I think the more things that we do the same the better off we are going to be especially when they talk about tax phase-in.  And from where you have been and where you are today, it’s a leap.  You’ve done a great job here and I would like to see us on the same page.  I talked to Rob about this and we had a couple of discussions and basically asking what is the difference here?  The differences here are minute.  It’s right there together so maybe with a little bit of tweaking we can all get on the same page here, and once again, I hope that we continue these discussions and can get to where we need to be.  I applaud you once again Troy.

Councilman Tornatta:  Thank you.

Councilwoman Walden:  I just want to echo what Councilman Bagbey said, I think this is a great idea if we could have some input.  Councilman Jarboe be our representative and maybe take some of the ideas Councilman Melcher had mentioned so that we (inaudible) and he can gather ideas from our group so that we can get together and get a single unified document because that always makes it easier for our city and county residents.  If they know exactly going in what the document is, and you don’t have one for city and one for county.  I think it’s a great idea and I would appreciate Rob if he can work on that with Councilman Jarboe.  So we’ll just give you all of our ideas.

President Watts:  Troy, I’ll kind of echo that.  First of all I appreciate you having me out singly and we talked at your business and went over these things.  I think what does make our form of government special is that all documents are working, that’s what makes it so grand is that it is amendable.  Nothing that works now is going to work twenty-five years from now.  You’ve invoked change here and I think that once we all get here on the same page maybe you can 

expand (inaudible).  We talked the other night about what the ultimate goal is.  It’s not only Vanderburgh County and Evansville, it’s half of southwestern Indiana.  It’s an economic 

development tool that’s going to put everyone on the same page.  When people come here they will see how organized we are and business’s say, “hey, those are folks that I want to deal with.”  So maybe could you let us know?

Councilman Tornatta:  Yes, in fact let me get one of the people that kind of helped out and then we will have Rob talk and then I’ll kind of  clean up and go from there if anyone else needs to talk.  Marco, if you could…..the only reason that I’ve put him on the spot is because Marco, Evan Beck, Michael Shopmeyer, among other people that were involved.  Chamber of Commerce was involved in some of the negotiations and maybe tell where we started and where we ended and how we came in the middle and the 7:00 p.m. meetings and that type of thing and going into other counties to get involved.

Marco DeLucio:  We started this process out probably six months ago.  We spent many early morning meetings going back and forth with telephone conversations trying to refine the document that you see in front of you today.  I can’t say enough and I’ll echo everything that everyone said about Troy.  He stuck with it and worked with us and we worked with him.  I think that not only the Chamber but Vision E was also involved as well and anybody that’s involved in economic development had their say in this at one point or another.  I think that one of the goals that the Chamber has is to regionalize the local economy so in fact it’s a regional economy and we are trying to make each of the local entities and county government recognize that.  One of the things that we wanted to do is work with the document with the county to come up with something knowing that ultimately we would bring it to you for you to look at and we realize that there may need to be some tweaks made and we are perfectly willing to consider those.  Once we get the city and the county on the same page, take our show on the road to the surrounding counties so that when a business does come down here, they are on equal footing.  They will be looking at the same type of document and have the same type of criteria.  A business that locates, a Toyota locating in Gibson County, or a business that locates in Posey County, is good for Evansville.  If there is a choice of locating here, Illinois, or some place else, we would much rather have them in this region and that was our goal in putting this together.  So, again Troy thank you for all your help in working on this.

Rob Schaefer:  There are not many differences between city and county so I would expect to reconcile both fairly easily.  The fact that the county has a bonus section is different than what the city has.  Some questions were taken out, some were put in, but overall I’d say they are like 90 percent similar.  So I don’t see a problem with reconciling these two documents.

President Watts:  I think that’s kind of the point of Troy being here tonight, was to come and hear from us and see all the folks that we wanted to work with.  

Marco DeLucio:  One thing I would like to add.  We really did at least our side of the table and I think that Troy would agree, we looked at this as a guideline.  I heard someone mention that the bonus points might not be applicable for a smaller type business and a larger type business.  We really looked at this as a guideline and knowing that the discretion that the local bodies had, whether it be city or county, can take a look at some issues.  The guideline may say five years but someone may be able to present an argument as to why they are entitled to ten or adversely it 

may look like they are entitled to ten and the council believes they aren’t entitled to anything.  It is truly a guideline for you to work with and not something that’s set in stone.

Councilman Jarboe:  Troy or Marco either one.  As you set down and looked through this document I have to believe that you used ours as a road map or a blueprint to get started.  I guess my question is, is you talked to business leaders and such within the community, was it then that one of the bonus sections, more so than ours, being a little more rigid?  Did they feel that it was better to have that leeway in there?

Councilman Tornatta:  No. How the bonus criteria actually came into play was I thought that some of the questions on the city’s document were to broad.  They were allowing to many interpretations and although we know we have to have a broad spectrum and have to have interpretations involved that interpretation was handled by DMD.  It did not set the council in a position where they could use their broad discretion or have something to fall back on.  So one of the minor changes we said was that DMD and County Council, in this case City Council or the Common Council, would score that particular document.  It is minute changes that were made but we have to protect ourselves and give them a reason why we did something.  The guy sitting on this side of the bench is trying to get as many years as he can and he is going to wonder why he can’t get those amount of years.  What I did was I put some of these questions into the regular scoring and Councilman Kniese had some questions on it and other people had some questions.  Chamber had some questions and we were able to put these in locations where they were going to be most effective and convince people that we want to do business with them yet on the other side show that we want to get something out of what we are giving you.  The whole thing about tax phase in and the whole thing that I hear from the people whether it be the tax groups or the people that are really sticking to their guns on why are we giving tax dollars away which in terms we are really not.  When I talked to them the one thing that they say is “what are we getting out of it, what are these companies doing for us?”  So one of the things that we wanted to do is put the criteria on the bonus plan in an order that shows that these companies actually can do stuff for us and if they want extra credit points, like in school, you do extra work.  So on these credit points we want them to do work.  If they want to get extra points toward us then they have to do stuff for us.  Things like hiring at a higher wage.  Like using our universities in the state and developing programs.  These are things that are monumental for our region and how we educate people.  If those guys look at this document, they might now have that in their head.  They might do it because they feel inclined to be a good citizen.  It’s only because we referenced it in this document.  It’s very important of the people that I talked to.  We just did a forty million dollar deal with Shoe Carnival.  Shoe Carnival looked at this document that we had and they knew exactly what to do.  They knew that they wanted to do business with Vanderburgh County.  They knew that they wanted to make us a priority when they were doing business.  They were looking at Ohio and Kentucky and other places but they wanted to business in Vanderburgh County.  I think that part of that is because this document spelled out exactly how we are doing business here and they liked it.  They got fifty bonus points and didn’t even need it.  I think it’s a credit to not only me but all the others that have worked with me on this document.  I appreciate all of their work.

Councilman Jarboe:  I agree with President Watts.  No document is set in stone.  It needs to be a work in progress, and I look forward to working with you and Rob in the future on this document.

Councilman Melcher:  Rob, (inaudible) be nice to do the same thing as we did before.  Maybe pick out about a half a dozen businesses in the City and the same in the county and rate them with ours and theirs now and see where they fall.  We did that last time if you remember.  We took what we had been giving people before we went to the scoring points and we took that and that gives you a true picture of what that really is.  Don’t forget the drug testing.

Councilman Tornatta:  Just one other point.  Our chart actually goes above one hundred points.  The MBA they score over a hundred points.  Ok?  What I’m getting at is let’s not get caught up in a hundred points does not mean a hundred percent.  We are working off percentages to give these companies their bonus but we need to make it a scale that’s fair to everybody and so far we’ve found that this scale right here has been fair to the companies that come.  In fact, they come back to me and say it’s a very fair document and we understood kind of what’s going on.  So we will be back in front of you very soon to talk about some of these changes that we can get handled.  And I appreciate your support.  Thank you.

President Watts:  Thanks for coming in.  Anything else under Miscellaneous Business?

Yes.  Welcome.

Susan Harp:  Susan Harp, President of Oak Hill Neighborhood Association.  I wanted to come and give you an update on the Teen Club Bill that is going before the State Legislation.  It did pass the House of Representative, 95 to 0, unanimous.  So that was a few absent, but a unanimous decision.  We used your letter that you sent last year in the packets.  It’s going before the Senate Committee at 1:30 on Wednesday and then of course I feel like it’s going to pass there with no problems, but I was coming to ask if you could draft another letter in support of House Bill 1020 which is the new number for the House Bill and that we could get it to the State before it goes before the whole Senate. 

President Watts:  When do you need that by?

Susan Harp:  Well, I don’t think it will make it by the Wednesday 1:30.

President Watts:  Could we fax it up there?

Susan Harp:  Yes, you could do that.  Senator Becker is the sponsor of the Senate and Senator Broden.

President Watts:  Would the last one that we did suffice if we just redated and …

Susan Harp:  Yes, that would be fine.  And we have never given it to the Senators, so that’s why I’m just asking.

President Watts:  We could also email it.

Susan Harp:  You could email it to Senator Becker?

President Watts:  Should we put this in the form of a motion?  Does somebody want to make a motion?

Councilman Kiefer moves and Councilman Bagbey seconds the motion that we draft and send a letter to Senator Vaneta Becker regarding House Bill 1020.  Voice vote.  So Ordered.

President Watts:  Alberta, can you get that put together?

Councilman Melcher:  On this legislation that is passing, they’re passing for us to be able to do our own.  Just so everybody understands, they’re not passing one that’s going to happen.  They’re allowing us now to be able to do that.

Councilman Kniese:  Do you have a hard copy with you of that letter?  Can you get Alberta one so she can change it?

Susan Harp:  I’ve got one.  I’ll have Steve bring it to you.

President Watts:  If you can get that tomorrow, I’ll sign it and we’ll email it up.  Thank you.  Anything else under Miscellaneous Business?

Councilwoman Robinson:  Mr. President, we need to appoint three individuals to the Social Status on African American Males.

President Watts:  Do you have a motion for us?

Councilwoman Robinson:  Yes, Watez Phelps, Charles Hall, and Anna Owsley.

Councilwoman Robinson moved and Councilman Melcher seconded the motion to accept the appointments to the Social Status of African American Males Commission.  Voice vote.  So Ordered.

Councilman Kniese:  Just a quick request.  Mr. LaMar I see you in the audience.  Gregg, could you just give me a brief update on the list of current properties the City owns that are either vacant buildings or vacant lots and kind of where we’re at on gathering that information?  I haven’t had an update in several months and I think the last time I asked, you said two weeks.

Gregg LaMar:  Well, we’re still working on it.  One of the things, again with the departments, we hope to gather that, but there are other requests that we’ve had that are a little bit more important, but we’ll continue to make the request to the departments.

Councilman Kniese:  Any idea on a time frame of when that might be?

Gregg LaMar:  I’m not going to say this time. 

Councilman Kniese:  Smart move because you told me two weeks, three different times starting last summer.  It’s the longest two weeks I think I’ve ever experienced.

Gregg LaMar:  We will begin to move on it again for the properties.  Again, most of the properties are in use somehow.  There is really not that many that we own.  We don’t own any from tax foreclosure or anything like that.  It would be mainly, the Redevelopment Commission owns 

some around Walnut Center, but that’s really the basic from what I’ve seen in terms of just talking with the departments.

Councilman Kniese:  So the list is forthcoming is what you’re telling me?

Gregg LaMar:  Well, I hope so.

Councilman Kniese:  Okay, thank you.
