FINANCE COMMITTEE CHAIRMAN JARBOE:  Tonight Finance committee heard Ordinance G-2006-5 and it comes forward with a do pass recommendation.  At this time I would move that we adopt the Committee Report and move Ordinance G-2006-5 to Third Reading on April 10, 2006.  Councilman Bagbey Seconds the motion.  All in favor?  Opposed?  So ordered.   

MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS

President Watts:  Approval of the Youth Leadership Grant’s.  Anyone have any questions?  We had about $20,000 in requests and only $10,000 to spend.  Motion to approve?

Councilwoman Walden moved and Councilman Kniese seconded the motion to adopt the Youth Leadership Grant totals.  Voice Vote.  So Ordered.

President Watts:  There  will not be a meeting on March 27, 2006.  That’s the week of spring break and we have several folks out of town.

Councilman Bagbey:  Next week Councilwoman Walden and I hope to meet with Mr. Hamilton to begin the review of Mr. Hamilton’s great work on the Smoking Ordinance.  It is the goal to have an ordinance to you by the end of April.  If we get a comfort level before then it will be passed on to you to see what you’re comfortable with.  I make this pledge, I have not seen all of John’s research but believe me, John has done a tremendous amount of work on this.  I have two goals.  One that protects children, the second goal is to make sure that we don’t put anybody out 

of business.  Hopefully we can have hearings in May and get this thing behind us.  Hopefully we will have all of your support.  Thank you Mr. President.

Councilman Melcher:  If you look at your Nations City Weekly you might see that there is a billion dollars cut out of the block grants.  It also say’s that 25% of it will be cut away from cities for 2007.  As you know we have a lot of employees sitting in DMD and 25% is going to be a big hit.  That’s where it’s at as of right now.  That’s the President’s budget.  If you look at it it’s going from 3.71 billion down to 2.77 billion.  I don’t know if they are going to take 25% away from everybody.  If they do us, it’s really going to hurt.  That’s something that we really need to be looking at.  Thank you.

Councilman Bagbey:  Mr. President, at the same time the resolution that we passed going to the United State Senate of Congress about safety and drug free schools also fell to the ax of President Bush’s budget, he zeroed that completely out.
