President Watts: I have a request by Tonya Turnley of DMD to withdraw Resolution 

C-2006-11.
Councilwoman Robinson moved and Councilman Melcher seconded the motion to accept the request to withdraw Resolution C-2006-11.  Voice vote.  So ordered.

President Watts:  Anything else under Miscellaneous Business?  Do you have some questions you want to ask?  Come on up fellas.  Please state your name for the record.

Zach Gross:  My name is Zach Gross and my question is how do you become a City Council member?

President Watts:  In the primary election you vote for your party’s nomination.  Whether you are democrat or republican, you vote for your party’s nomination for that slot.  Then if you win there, you will run in November against whoever the opposing party won their party’s nomination.  If you win in November you will serve a term of four years.  So you have to run every four years.  Did I answer that well enough?
Zach Gross:  Yes, thank you.

President Watts:  You’re welcome.  We won’t bite.

Kyle Gross:  My name is Kyle Gross.  How many people are usually on the City Council Board?

President Watts:  We have nine members.  There are six wards that represent a certain area and then there are three called “at-large” and they represent the whole city.  There are nine member total.

Kyle Gross:  Thank you.

President Watts:  You’re welcome.

Mathew Keenan:  My name is Mathew Keenan and how does the City Council help kids like me?

President Watts:  How do we help kids like you?  We do a lot of things.  A lot of members up here volunteer for things like Junior Achievement and things like that.  We also give what we call Youth Leadership Grants and Youth Sports Grants to help the youth sports programs in soccer, baseball, basketball, football.  
Mathew Keenan:  Thank you.

Jean-Claude Majors:  My name is Jean-Claude Majors.  How does City Council work with county government:

President Watts:  How does City Council work with county government?  

Councilwoman Walden:  Maybe you could explain the joint departments.

President Watts:  We do have some offices like Weights and Measures that have one office that runs both the city and the county.  I know the Police Department has a task force that is combined where the Police Department and Sheriff’s Department work jointly.  (Inaudible)

Jean-Claude Majors:  Thank you.

President Watts:  You’re welcome.

Councilman Bagbey:  Jean-Claude, are you French Canadian?

Montana Patten:  His father is a fan of Jean-Claude Van Damme.
Chance Grey:  My name is Chance Grey and how does the smoking ordinance affect kids my age.

Councilman Bagbey:  The intent of the smoking ordinance is to protect children under the age of 18 from getting certain diseases like severe ear infections, bronchial asthma, bronchitis and certain types of strep throat that children under the age of 18 are very susceptible to by second-hand cigarette smoke.

Chance Grey:  Okay.  Thank you.

Montana Patten:  We want to thank you very much for your time.
