Property:

2801 & 2805 Covert Avenue

This property was originally filed for a rezoning this year by Luke Sharara, First Development, Inc.  It was unanimously denied (7-0 with 1 abstention) at the Area Plan Commission Meeting and brought forth with a recommendation for denial to City Council.  It was withdrawn by the petitioner on June 12, 2006.  Since then the property changed ownership and the new owner is wanting to petition for a rezoning.  City Council must vote unanimously to waive the waiting period in order for the new owner to re-file this rezoning petition without waiting until June of 2007.  The new owner has stated that they will file a use and development commitment with their petition to rezone.

Councilman Bagbey: Mr. Rocca is a long time resident of the Second Ward, he and his brother and I grew up together. Kim would like to establish his plumbing business at that corner, which we have previously zoned a long time ago for Mr. Devine for a donut shop that never appeared and what the previous petitioner wanted to do was put up another car lot. And the people, as well as the representative of the Second Ward, feel that there are enough car lots on Covert Avenue.  And I would like if everybody on Council would embrace this and vote for this unanimously so we can have another business coming into the Second Ward that is not a car lot and it will be a self-contained plumbing business.
