MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS

Councilman Bagbey:  Five years ago on this date, I spoke about the loss in New York and Washington and about the loss of fireman, policeman, and civilians of the attack on this country.  As we celebrate (if you can use that term) or honor the fifth year of this attack on America, I ask that you continue to think about and hold in your prayers the victims and the survivors.  But also people are continuing to get ill and die as a result of that incident five years ago and we need to also remember them.  One of the biggest concerns is what the Mayor of (I can’t remember that city right now) from New Jersey was talking about how he’s amazed that Rudy Juliani hasn’t been affected yet, because the Mayor whose talking today has all kinds of health problems because he’s walking around like Mayor Juliani did and a lot of his staff members were also walking around without masks.  They’ve made their first death notifications post 9-11 about three months ago of a New York City firefighter as a result of the carcinogens that were inhaled on that day. So the total loss of life is going to continue for some time on 9-11 and I just ask that you remember everyone who’s been affected, especially in those communities that were directly affected.
