Matt  Wallace: Hi, my name is Matt Wallace and I’m with Morley and Associates which is here in Evansville and we’re the engineers and surveyors for this project. I’m here to speak on behalf of the Spurlings. This property, a total of 26 acres, is planned to be used for an apartment development, then with commercial out lots along Green River Road and we have submitted a subdivision plat for primary plat approval and now that’s going through the process at this time.
Last year in 2005, we submitted and were granted a rezoning of this property. The back portion (shown in green) is an R-3 portion, which is fine and then the gray was what we at that time thought needed to be down zoned from C-4 to C-2 in order to do this apartment development.  The decision was made earlier this year to leave the portion there in blue that’s unhatched to be the commercial out lots along Green River Road and then the hatched area is what we’re asking to be down zoned from C-4 to C-2 in order to construct the proposed apartment development.  

The apartments will be very similar in nature both layout and architecture to the existing apartments that the Spurlings own and have owned for a long time. They are located behind the Schnucks Store on North Green River Road. So they are single story apartments that are built for empty nesters and people 55 and older. That’s the reason for the odd shape of the track to be down zoned. If you have any questions, I’ll be glad to try to answer them for you.
