ROLL CALL
Councilman Kniese:  I have some concerns this evening and I shared those a few council members tonight.  Next week we have a Finance Ordinance for additional appropriations and the description is the need to anticipate short fallen property taxes.  These bonds are going to be paid for out of the same type of fund but I prefer to use riverboat funds and pay cash for these projects versus going into debt.  This is a little tough for me, to be honest with you, to approve going into debt when I feel that we can possibly hold off but these are some good projects.  I’m trying to be as flexible as I possibly can, but I wanted to share with all my councilmen here tonight that I share those concerns that we hopefully spend no more than 1.59 million and it does get paid back within the two year period instead of the six year that they have available and the two million dollars amount does not get spent as well.  So I will be following this closely.  With that I vote Aye.
Councilman Bagbey: Aye. 

Councilman Melcher: Aye. 

Councilwoman Robinson: Aye.
Councilwoman Koehler Walden:  Thank you.  I too kind of struggle a little bit with this ordinance and with the idea of the financing mechanism that we’re doing.  I will look forward to seeing some of the list of the projects as we go forth, so that we can kind of keep track of what we are doing here.  Although, as I’ve shared with some tonight, I get to drive through your neighborhood every day, Councilwoman Robinson, on my way to work and I know these projects are much, much needed.  So I will vote, Aye.
Councilman Jarboe:  The one thing that this community expects from us is good service.  That’s all we have to give, is good service.  I think providing the essentials, we found that over the years things have been maybe not attended to like they should have been.  We have an opportunity to really make an impact here, I believe with this.  And we do need to provide good service.  I can understand the struggles and I would hope we get this paid back in two years.  The only thing is if we go to two million, I hope we give a true two million dollars worth of service.  And understand that the half million dollars on the sidewalks turns into a total one million dollar worth of sidewalks which I think is really a good deal for the city.  So we have to provide service and we can’t let things get behind like they have other the years and we need to tackle the tough projects and with that I vote, Aye.
Councilman John:  I understand the concerns of the other council members regarding the money and where it’s coming from and how it’s being spent.  The way I look at it is we have three alternatives:   we can ignore the problem and put it off like administrations in the past.  We can try to pay for it out of our operating balances, which I think would be a very, very poor choice.  Or we can do it in this manner and of the three choices, I think this by far is the most prudent.  So with that I vote, Yes.
Councilman Kiefer:  Since we’re all making speeches tonight or some of us.  That just goes to further show that we really need to look forward to annexation in order to build up our tax base here and help pay for these things. (INAUDIBLE) I’m talking about some of those commercial developments out on the east side where they are already in good shape and they already have sidewalks in and we’re already providing fire protection any way.  So, I vote Aye.
