A RESOLUTION DESIGNATING THE HAYNIE’S CORNER ARTS DISTRICT
President Watts:  Mr. Jarboe would you like to speak on this?

Councilman Jarboe:  Thank you Mr. President.  This is a culmination of about three years of work and it’s actually just the beginning as you can see in the audience this evening.  A lot of people have put a lot of time and effort into this.  This came forward because this was brought by the community to identify an area where there were already artists existing to create an arts district to have an area where we could call an arts district and to flourish and I can see nothing but positives coming out of this.  The people that have worked on this have worked tirelessly. They’ve put a lot of time and effort and great ideas and honestly it’s just the beginning.  And I think we’re going to see a lot great things out of this.  So I would recommend that we pass this whole-heartedly and if possible, I know there are a couple of individuals that would like to make a few comments.
President Watts:  Anyone else on council have any questions or comments?  Anyone in the audience like to speak?  Please, when you come up, state your name and address for the record.

Judy Jacobson:  I live at 515 Adams.  I’m the Director of Patchwork Central and have been a member of that community for 22 years.  When I moved to Evansville, Patchwork Central was already in existence and it had begun with six people moving into the neighborhood, four of whom were artists.  And so, central to the programs of Patchwork have been the use of art in order to communicate with people in order to nurture children and to help them develop to be all that they can be.  And some of the purposes of Patchwork have been to make our neighborhood as beautiful as it can be.  So I want to correct Keith Jarboe, just a tad, because while this credit effort to make this an art district is only three years old, I would like to remind you that the development of arts in the area started a long time ago.  When I moved in, in 1982, there were already festivals and different activities where art was sold.  And then in 1984 one of the members of Patchwork community, Amelia Pembroke, joined with Nancy Burke and developed the studio at the same place now in the building where the Leadership Evansville is housed.  The next year they moved over to a larger space.  Amy Musier joined them and they had an art gallery that existed for five years there.  On their opening night, there were 500 people in attendance.  I was talking to Amy Musier today and she was reminding me of the excellent support that they got from the police, the excellent support that they got from the city, the redevelopment of the fountain.  So that early effort, I think, is being shown today and that’s why I would like to ask the Council to pass this Resolution so that we can have an art district and to honor the people that started it in the past.  Thank you.
Councilman Jarboe:  Mr. President, I stand corrected.

President Watts:  We already knew that.  Anyone else?  The mike’s open, just state your name and address for the record.
Tom Loesch, Jr.:  I live at 916 S.E. 6th Street.  If Judy talks about the past, I think my comments speak to the future.  I’m a writer and studio manager for Billy Huddle Studio.  He’s one of the artists in the audience.  We temporarily relocated to Evansville last fall, but after discovering the downtown neighborhood surrounding Haynie’s Corner and all of the great things that were there, we decided to relocate here permanently.  We made this decision because there already is a vibrant arts community in the area, plus a lot of other great things like the Co-Op and Penny Lane, the museums, and other things like that.  The wealth of historic properties in the neighborhood and the commitment of many existing residents, businesses and organizations to improving the district.  I ask the Council to support this Resolution creating the Haynie’s Corner Arts District.  An official designation by the City will be an important catalyst in revitalizing the area, or I should say, continuing to revitalize, Judy.  And hopefully bring in more people like ourselves, Billy and me, who are willing to make an economic investment in the community.  We purchased a run-down house in the neighborhood, just up the street from Patchwork Central, two blocks from Haynie’s Corner.  In the past six months, in a whirlwind of activity, we’ve spent tens of thousands of dollars restoring an old house in order that we could create a live/work space within this grand old Victorian house and bring it back to life.  I think that what we are doing is a model for future development in the neighborhood, it’s a way to bring artists in, and it’s a great location for us.  An official designation by the City creates a powerful marketing tool for artists and for the city at-large and as well as an incentive for other arts professionals like ourselves to consider the area as a place to live and work, whether they are from within the tri-state area or from out-of-state, like we were.  It also builds on great cultural assets of the city that are located downtown.  And in closing, I’d like to note that this past Friday, the arts district steering committee sponsored an outdoor film screening on a side wall of the Alhambra Theatre. Hopefully you’ve read about it in the newspaper.  Our screen was white butchers’ paper, thumb tacked to the wall of the Alhambra.  The projector was borrowed and the film was rented and the night was cold, really cold.  Still 100 people turned out to watch a silent film bringing their popcorn and their lawn chairs and their blankets, just like we had invited them.  And I think that this signals the desire and the readiness of Evansville citizens to visit and be part of a re-born Haynie’s Corner.  Passing the Resolution before you today is the first step in realizing that dream.  Thank you.
Fred Cook:  Vice President of Goosetown Neighborhood Association and the Chairman of Coalition Inter-City Neighborhoods.  I just want the Councilmen to know that we whole-heartedly, Goosetown, welcomes the art colony into our area and we are looking forward to working with them in the future.  We just want to be included in some of the decision-makings as the neighborhood association since this is part of our neighborhood in the future whenever they have some kind of meeting to inform my wife who is the president, myself, or our secretary, somebody in the neighborhood association.  I look forward to working with the art colony.  I think they are going to do a lot of great things down there and I have developed a rapport with several of the artists down there.  And we would just like to be included in some of the decision-makings in the future whenever they are having meetings at Patchwork Central or something, if there is somebody that can notify us and let us know what is going on.
President Watts:  Anyone else in the audience like to speak?

David Ballew:  President of Culver Neighborhood Association.  When I moved down into the area 22 years ago, the Haynie’s Corner area was stereotyped.  This is a positive influence that will help change that stereotype.  The movies that we are seeing and stuff like that, Goosetown Festival, that’s a type of thing that we are really trying to influence.  I just want it to go on record stating that the neighborhood associations are very pro for this type of activity.  Thank you.
President Watts:  Anyone else like to speak?

Betsy Hopkins:  My address is 610 Winterwood Drive.  I am currently the President of the Board of the Alhambra Theatre and I’m a founding member of the Board of the Funk and City Art Festival.  So I have had the privilege of watching the development and excitement that has occurred in the Haynie’s Corner area in the last four to five years in the recent history of Haynie’s Corner.  As the Alhambra really represents the gem stone or the corner stone architecturally in a central point of this corner and of the district where the three neighborhoods come together, we recognize the importance that it plays as part of this revitalization.  It is a beautiful historic landmark.  It is a catalyst for the revitalization of a neighborhood and it can easily become a destination for arts in our city.  It creates one more step in the process that we have been going through for awhile of creating the vibrant and thriving downtown that we are seeing happening in our city.  And I would just ask whole-heartedly if you would please pass this Resolution so that you all would thereby show your support for continuing to create a destination for arts in our fair city.
Councilman Melcher:  Keith, while you are talking about that, the Council has always supported that theatre and we went out on a limb and gave them some money in their DMD money and lost it, I guess.  Where are you at today?  Just give us a couple of minutes, not all night, but the problem is you’re trying to resell something again that we’ve already been sold on that we got burned on.  And I know the board has changed three times, I know they’ve been sued and everything else.

Betsy Hopkins:  Currently everything at this point has been taken from a law suit stand point and that was really important for us to take care of what had occurred with the previous board.  So at this point everything is clean and clear and we have an entire new group of people that, as you can see the support that is here tonight that are ready to start fresh.  And I know lots of times things take several times and several goes to make something happen.  So at this point we’ve got a group that is really ready and so we hope that maybe we can approach that again at some point to make it happen.
Councilman Melcher:  So as far as the theatre goes, you haven’t got any plans yet?

Betsy Hopkins:  We have been meeting.  We’ve had a series of meetings where we’ve gone through what the neighborhood wants, what the people that have been coming to our Steering Committee Meetings have wanted and what has come about from that is they want to recreate as a movie theatre primarily with a small stage in the front that would accommodate poetry readings, small maybe acoustical music performances at this point, not necessarily a full theater production with fly space and dressing rooms and things like that.  But that’s really the message that’s come through at this point.  I don’t know if any of you all have had the privilege to walk inside the theatre.  Have any of you been, I know Keith has.  It’s virtually a shell, the outside looks great but we are starting from ground zero.  I think we have $400.00 in our checking 
account, paying for our T-shirts tonight.  I don’t know.  At this point we’re starting from scratch and we have got a body of support that we know can make this happen this time around.
Councilman Melcher:  Keith, I have one question.  Isn’t the Parks Department involved in this too?   Wouldn’t they be involved?  Because isn’t the Parks Department kind of over that down there or something are they not?

Councilman Jarboe:  The property around it is the Parks Department.  They maintain that and a couple of the parking lots down there are also city property.  One I believe is the Parks Department and another one kind of in question, we think is DMD.
Councilman Melcher:  I would think we would want to make sure the Parks Department is involved in that because there are a lot of festivals down there.  Sometimes festivals go on down there and they don’t get the proper permitting and all that.  Some do and we just want to make sure, since we’re responsible for the parks of it, we don’t need things going on that don’t get the permits, don’t get the security guards.  So I think the Parks Department should somehow be represented in this district to make sure all that happens, so nobody points a finger at anybody, because I think we’re all for it.

Councilman Jarboe:  And we’ve had some conversations, I know I have with Gail, about some things, yes exactly, I’m sure they’ll be more than willing to get them more involved.  Right?

Bob Haynie:  I live at 663 South Lombard.  My great grandfather made an initial investment in the Corner back in 1888 when he built the drugstore and our family is wholly supportive of this.  And I want to thank everybody for their interest and efforts in continuing to revitalizing the area. And I just hope you will pass this Resolution.  Thank you.
Heidi Krouss:  I live at 1501 Adams Avenue.  As a business owner of Penny Lane Coffee House and President and Co-Founder of the Urban Sisterhood which is an urban gardening, non-profit organization.  I’m very excited about all this and I hope that you will pass the Resolution, because we are looking forward to a lot more beautification of the neighborhood through the Urban Sisterhood.  We plant gardens for the poor and we also plant flowers and try to beautify the neighborhood.  So I just want to ask that you please pass this Resolution and thank you for your time.
Councilman Melcher moved and Councilwoman Robinson seconded the motion to adopt Resolution C-2006-26.  Voice Vote.  So Ordered.

MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS:

Michael Lockard:  Ladies and Gentlemen of the Council, I’ve missed all of you, I haven’t been down here in a long time.  I will try to keep this brief which as you know will be a first for me.  I will tell you that at our last Area Plan Commission Meeting, Councilman Keifer did offer to buy dinner for everybody.  That was unanimously approved, so I want to pass that along so that he may do the same thing for you guys tonight.  Who’s your friends, right?  The reason I came to you tonight was something I find myself in kind of an odd position to discuss, banners.  I’ve discussed this with Councilman Watts and also with Councilman Bagbey.  And what this came about and the reason that this came about was because of what I want to lightly term kind of a gray area in our current zoning ordinances.  I have talked to Brad Mills and also to Roger 
Lehman from Area Plan Commission and the Building Commission.  If you look at our current regulations, in kind of an odd twist, banners are not regulated under our zoning ordinance.  Everything else dealing with signage is regulated under zoning with the exception of banners.  For some strange reason it’s under the Building Commissioner and when I talked to Roger about this, he’s like you know really I don’t have the time nor the man-power to regulate banners.  But it’s not mentioned in the zoning ordinance.  Councilman Melcher, you kind of made the comment earlier about when things occur there needs to be proper permitting and proper things done when it comes to the way things are done in the city.  And when it comes to banners, right now, it’s really not done that way.  Anybody here disagree with the fact that in some areas in the city we have a real proliferation of banners.  We regulate businesses and say that they are only allowed to have so many square foot of signage, but when it comes to banners they have one, two, twenty, thirty, however many banners they want to stick out there, that’s how many they have.  And the reason that this came up was because I was told by Area Plan Commission Staff that when it comes to banners, Area Plan Commission per direction from the City Council is not to deal with banner issues.  And so the reason I came down here tonight was to hopefully see if there is some way to clarify that position, to readdress that position and possibly with your blessing or direction, maybe consideration of moving banners away from the Building Commissioner and over to the Plan Commission where all other manners of signage are regulated.  Everything dealing with signage in the City of Evansville and Vanderburgh County is dealt with by the Plan Commission with the exception of banners.  They’re not defined in Plan Commission ordinance under zoning ordinance.  They’re only defined in the Building Commission.  So what I’d like to ask is that you guys consider moving that over to the Plan Commission and as part of that, I would be willing to, I’ve already done my usual amount of research, I’m not giving you handouts tonight, I’m going let you off the hook.  I’ve already done some research on that in what’s done in other cities in the state of Indiana and for the most part, almost all the time banners are regulated by the various Plan Commission Staffs in cities that actually have an incorporated plan commission.  So, do you guys have any questions?  You’re awfully quiet.  So, what would it take to look at regulating banners under city code and moving it over to the Plan Commission?  What would be the next step that would need to be taken?  Mr. Hamilton, they’re all looking at you.
John Hamilton:  I guess the first thing is to, I wish I knew this was on the agenda, because I remember looking at this issue some long time ago and I know there’s an ordinance on it.  I don’t remember it being under the Building Commission.  Is that what you …..

Michael Lockard:  It’s section 15.24.110 which actually defines cloth and banner signs, but if you look under the city code for signs which is 17.26.05.  Banners are never mentioned, you’ve got things such as special events signs, you got things such as portable signs, folding signs, moving signs, but the word banner never appears anywhere under the city sign ordinance.

John Hamilton:  Does that section you just cited specify the sizes and permits and things of that …..

Michael Lockard:  That’s another part of the difficulty, that and again, don’t get me wrong, I am not casting any blame on Area Plan Commission, they were doing what they all told me was what they felt was the direction from the Council.  Yes, it does regulate in terms of how large the signs could be, but not very well.  It is very loosely defined.  For example, it says that for leasing signs, signs that advertise something for lease, six square feet.  But in terms of, and I’m quoting 
here, portable, folding or moving signs, it does not define how large they can be.  Now the Building Commission does say 100 square foot, but under city code, it does not define how large a banner can be.  And the reason all this came about was we had an area out in the county, they put up some “for lease” signs, and they put up four “for lease” signs that were approximately six foot tall by eighty foot long.  That could happen anywhere and right now Area Plan Commission wouldn’t move to regulate that because they don’t feel like they have proper direction because it doesn’t really specify how large they can be.  And so that’s what we’re hoping, is that somebody can define that a little bit better.
Councilman Melcher:  So you’re coming to the City Council to regulate something in the County?

Michael Lockard:  No, no, no, no.  It happened out in the county but . . .

Councilman Melcher:  I understand that.  Have you talked to the county side?

Michael Lockard:  Yes.
Councilman Melcher:  Because my understanding, doesn’t this come out of Area Plan if they want to regulate something like that?  Don’t they generate the ordinance first?  And they pass it first and are we . . .

John Hamilton:  If it’s in the zoning, it has to be initiated by Area Plan, but usually they contact Council to see if there is interest or support on Council.

Michael Lockard:  And since I brought it up, they said take it to the Council and get direction from you.  They are in agreement that it needs to be better defined.  And that came directly from Brad and Bev and Janet that they felt like they could use better direction because they feel like right now they don’t have enough direction to do it properly.

John Hamilton:  I can look at it and let Council know what the existing ordinance says.  One problem area, I don’t know if you’re talking about temporary or permanent type banners, but you’ve run into a lot of freedom of speech issues when someone wants to put up a temporary one supporting something or someone.

Michael Lockard:  And what I’ve found and I looked at several jurisdictional court cases for Indiana on that and this is in no way shape or form meant to infringe upon non-profits or freedom of speech issues so much as it is, I think that we are within our rights to say, you can put the signs up but you can’t put them up and leave them up for ever.  And that’s the problem I’m running into now, is that people will put up a banner and they just leave it up.  Well, we regulate signage for every other event, why can we not regulate how long they leave them up because other wise we are going to end up with a situation where they’ll leave them up forever and you’ve got clutter at that point.  Does that make sense?

John Hamilton:   But I think there’s a big distinction between commercial banners and banners that are just putting a message out. 

Michael Lockard:  Exactly.
John Hamilton:  That’s where the problem comes in.

Michael Lockard:  In our sign permit, it actually deals with, it says “there is an exemption for flags and insignias of a governed unit, church or organization except in connection with a commercial event”.  I think that that’s where the problem comes in, is that everybody that wants to put up a sign, we’re having a chili supper or whatever and they just leave the banners up all the time.  If it’s something with the freedom of speech issue, we’re not trying to deal with that.  I don’t want to deal with that to be honest.

Councilman Melcher:  So Area Plan says, Brad and the others are saying, they have enough time to do all this, go out and check all these arts.

Michael Lockard:  The impromptu discussion that we’ve had over the last three weeks dealing with this, is that would deal with it just like they do with issues now, as complaints come in then yes, they would then regulate it.  But they are not going to go out and actively enforce it borrowing somebody calling in with a complaint, which is what they do right now primarily with zoning complaints, they don’t investigate it unless they get a complaint coming in.  And I think this would be the same way which I think is an effective way of doing it.  Because I think you know, 90% plus of the people that use banners, I think they use them within the boundaries of what we would think would be acceptable, but there are some that abuse the issue and for those that abuse them, especially commercial.  If it’s a “non-profit” or a church or a governmental unit, I don’t want to deal with that.  What I’m dealing with is somebody that’s a “for profit” enterprise that puts up a 1,000 square foot banner saying “for lease”, I don’t think they should be able to put that up and leave it up twelve months out of the year.
President Watts:  Any other questions, members of Council?

Michael Lockard:  I kept it as short as possible.  Thank you Ladies and Gentlemen.

President Watts:  Anything else under Miscellaneous Business?

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
