Councilman Melcher moved and Councilman Jarboe seconded the motion to appoint and/or reappoint the above mentioned people to their respective boards.  Voice Vote.  So ordered.

Councilman Melcher:  Mr. President, about two month ago when Whirlpool announced their layoffs, I spoke to some of the people out there on both sides and I also talked to Rob in DMD about the $300,000 that we gave them for a line and I asked him if he could try to find out some information on that, Rob Schaefer in DMD.  I also tried to find out at that time, I said start researching it because when they lay them off, I’ll bring it up.  So since they are laid off now, I would like for the City Clerk to go ahead and tell Rob now to go ahead and get the findings together and bring them to the Council.  If he wants to do it the 18th or the 11th I think we’re full.

Deputy City Clerk Buhr:  He will be here on the 11th with some tax phase-in Resolutions.
Councilman Melcher:  Well then he might be able to give us an update on the Whirlpool situation.  He should already have it because I gave it to him two months ago.  I got an email on it last night.

Councilwoman Walden:  Because it was in the Newspaper tonight and because I received something on my desk concerning zoning that we are going to be hearing probably next month in my Ward, I just want to assure everyone that I will give that my usual due diligence.  Apparently the News Media didn’t have much success in contacting me.  I did return the call.  It must have been after he left, but it is a commercial zoning and it is going from one variation of commercial to the other.  When I talked to the resident, I don’t have a recording, but I always tell them to go ahead and talk to the property owners in the area and I would hope that in this situation, they would do that as well.  But I will be reviewing it very closely and we will make sure that it fits the neighborhood.  And I just wanted to get that on the record.  Thank you.
Councilman Jarboe:  The article in the paper this morning, once again it looks like the State has got their eye on more revenue that the city gets to provide services to this city.  I agree with Councilman Bagbey’s comments this morning.  How many revenue streams are they going to take away from us and how much revenue are they going to take away from not only our city, but all the cities, and I think that is something we need to watch.  We need to keep an eye on the State and make sure they’re not going to get our River Boat Funds
Councilman Kiefer:  Do we need to do another resolution?

Counsel Hamilton:  It might not be a bad idea.

President Watts:  Let’s do one.  Do you want to draft one, John?
