We have

requested that this matter be held.  We have a buyer and we need to modify the site plan.  We

want to get everything together so that we can get everything together and share it with the

neighbors and others.  A lot of the neighbors have concerns and interests.  I think that they will

be very pleased when they find out who the same user is.  I know that we are.  It is a
neighborhood type business.  Until all of that is in a position where we can present it publicly we
would like this to be put on hold and have no action taken this evening.

Councilman Bagbey:  Mr. Shively had contacted me early this morning and I and Mr. Folz who

is the back and St. Benedicts Church, we begin to notify them that most likely this would be

continued.  That has been the business of this council and I support the continuance.  If there is

going to be a modification of the site plan, does it not have to go back to Area Plan?
Mr. Shively:  Not on the site plan, but if we do change the use and development commitment it

may have to be the case.  Since we are kind of fine tuning this, we find the opportunity to add

some more things to the Use & Development Commitment that may put the neighbors in more of
a comfort zone.  If that happens, we will have to go back to the plan commission. 
Councilman Bagbey:  So we can hold this until December 31 and maybe they will have it worked out by then.
Mr. Shively:  You can do that.  You can hold it ninety days from the plan commission’s vote.

Which would end up a “no” without any recommendations?  

John Hamilton:  If you don’t act on it within ninety days it will be deemed rejected.  You need to set a specific date.

President Jarboe:  We will hold this until the next zoning hearing on February 12, 2007.

It was at 205.  Right now there are no structures on the property and my hope is to clean that site up.  I’d like to put a nice looking commercial building on it.
President Jarboe:  Are there any questions for Mr. Schneider?

Councilman Melcher:  I probably need to make a comment.  Mr. Schneider did the job right across the street a few years ago which was a good project.  He owns all of that property up to that white house on that one street.  He does a good job.  Did Jane Reel call you about the size of that building?

Mr. Schneider:  Yes, to allow the parking.  When I presented it to the Area Plan I did a rough hand written sketch and I understand that there wasn’t adequate parking.  But, with the hopes of getting this approval, making it realistic to move forward with some professional design help.  I want to make sure I get the proper input on parking and make the building fit to the space.

Councilman Melcher:  Mr. Schneider met with the Jacobsville Area Community Organization known as JACs to most of us.  He met with them and they are kind of split on this issue because that was scheduled to be a park in the future but there is not anyone coming forward.  I really don’t have any complaints on it.  His property that he has done up to now is outstanding.  We do appreciate you coming back into our neighborhood.  
Mr. Schneider:  I’m sure that I can improve the looks of that and I think it will be a nice fit.

A RESOLUTION OF THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EVANSVILLE INDIANA CONCERNING RIVERBOAT REVENUES

John Hamilton:  Mr. President.  The only change in the one that was distributed this evening was to insert the word ‘reduction’ in the last “Where As” clause.  Also in paragraph #1, so that the Resolution opposes any reduction in the allocation and distribution of gaming revenues, instead of saying we oppose any changes in case someone wants to increase it.
President Jarboe:  Thank you Mr. Hamilton.  I think everyone is aware of how this came about.  There was an article in the paper that had discussed the possibility of some reduction in riverboat funding and as we all know, riverboat funding is very important to this community.  It funds a lot of capitol projects. Through cooperation everyone as a sponsor as a whole this resolution will pass and moved on to the appropriate individuals in state government.  

Councilman John moved and Councilman Kiefer seconded the motion to adopt Resolution C-2007-1.  Voice Vote.  So Ordered.
MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS:

President Jarboe:  There will not be a city council meeting next Monday, January 15, 2007 It is a Holiday-(Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr.)

Rob Schaefer:  You have before you currant tax phase-ins and the first spread sheet shows real estate investment and the second sheet shows personal property or equipment investments. This is just an annual review of the current tax phase-ins.  Does anyone have any questions?

President Jarboe:  Are there any questions for Mr. Schaefer?  Councilman Kniese.

Councilman Kniese:  Thank you  Rob.  Could you bring us up to date on the process for those that are not in compliance and what is the next step that the city would take to address those issues.

Rob Schaefer:  The city has forty-five days after the receipt of compliance form to hold a public hearing to determine that a company is not in compliance.

Councilman Kniese:  Have we defined what substantial…..I’m just curious.  I know at one time we had discussion on council floor and nothing really came of it.  We talked about setting some type of minimum standard because right now it’s a matter of interpretation.  I still think that is something we should consider.  Right now it’s just kind of an arbitrary number out there and your interpretation might be different than mine.

Rob Schaefer:  I know a tax phase resolution that was passed in 2002 includes that substantial compliance, but doesn’t specify.  I guess we could look at it and determine as a council what is substantial compliance and amend the tax phase-in resolution.

Councilman Kniese:  I think that would make your job or anyone who is reviewing those a lot easier if you had a set guide to go from and then if you had any variation from that policy, we could address it.  Right now it’s almost pick and choose at your discretion and that could put you in a difficult position.

Rob Schaefer:  Correct, that is why I didn’t make any opinion on any of these.  These are numbers for you to read not me.  I would think compliance is fairly close to 90%.  Things happen, the economy goes up and down.  

Councilman Kniese:  I didn’t know if anyone else on council had any thoughts with regard to that.  It might make it easier on you if we had something to go by.  

Rob Schaefer:  That way we could make a recommendation.

Councilman Kniese:  Correct.  We could give that some thought.  Maybe we could come back to you and maybe implementing a minimum for us to consider.

Rob Schaefer:  Alright.

President Jarboe:  I just think you see the numbers every year and like you said they can go up one year and down the next year.  You are dealing with this day in and day out.  I would like for you to look at it and come back to the council with some recommendations and what you feel would be a threshold.

Rob Schaefer:  Ok.

Councilman Melcher:  We have talked about this in the past and I think one time we even talked about setting it at 70%.  I know that we have had Whirlpool in here before and different ones have been here. When we got this list originally, they didn’t have their names on them.  I do believe that we need some kind of standard.  When they are low like this, do you ever talk to them or call them?

Rob Schaefer:  No, I don’t.

Councilman Melcher:  I would think that when they get below the threshold, maybe you need to call them in before they come to us, because we are the ones that have to take action.  I would think that we would want to know what’s going on.  Right now Whirlpool has got to be down from when they laid off people.  But, that doesn’t come into play until next year, right?

Rob Schaefer:  Right.  Until later this year, actually.

Councilman Melcher:  I would think that that would be one that you would call into your office.  If you felt that something was going on, you could come to us.  I think that Curt is the one that come with the idea of scoring points.  A lot of the old ones, they automatically got ten.  We have a fair system right now, as long as we stick to it.

Councilman Kiefer:  Rob, I notice that you have a couple here, like, are well beyond their time span, like Collis.  The phase in started in 1994, we are now in 2007.  Are they still getting a tax abatement? 

Rob Schaefer:  I’d have to go back, because ten years from ninety four……

Councilman Kiefer:  I also notice like Red Spot.  Their tax phase-in began in ninety-six, so they should have dropped off.  

Rob Schaefer:  Yes, they will drop off.

Councilman Kiefer:  I guess my question is, is there something that sends notice so then they will get taxed the full amount.

Rob Schaefer:  They file a form, 322ERA with the County Auditor.  That’s how they actually receive the deduction.  The Auditor keeps track of how many years…..
Councilman Kiefer: So the Auditor is keeping track of how many years.

Rob Schaefer:  I get information from the Auditor.  The Auditor will only allow them to get as many years as they were granted.

Councilman Bagbey:  Are we sure that the Auditor is catching these?  These things need to be followed up.  I don’t think we can make an assumption any longer.

Rob Schaefer:  That is what the Auditor looks at.  How many years they are receiving it, what year they are into, what percentage is applied to their taxes.

Councilman Bagbey:  But, I think that we need to make sure that this is being followed.

Councilman Melcher:  You could ask the Auditor for a report.

President Jarboe:  I suggest that any council members that have any ideas that could help Rob come up with a program, some of the ideas you have talked about.

John Hamilton:  Councilman Melcher, I think your right on point.  There is a resolution that this council adopted, looks like in 2002, where you issued some guidelines and what you did on compliance review’s, you delegated it to DMD and the language on the resolution say’s if it does not appear that the taxpayer has substantially complied,  DMD shall contact them to get additional information and then further investigate.  Then, come back to council.  I think you have it in place. 
President Jarboe:  Are you familiar with that resolution Rob?

Rob Schaefer:  Not that exact sentence but, yea.

Councilman Melcher:  I like the idea that Steve had about the Auditor.  I think that we need to follow through on that.  They have all ready made over a million dollar mistake once.  We need to get a report on where they are at and see if it matches our records.

Rob Schaefer:  I have all of these forms for the Council President to sign, if you have found that none of these are in non compliance.  So, if you could make a motion…..

John Hamilton:  They need a motion to say that they have reviewed and accepted their report.

Councilman Watts makes a motion to accept these reviewed reports.  Councilwoman Walden seconds the motion.  
 President Jarboe:  I have a motion from Councilman Watts and a second by Councilwoman Walden that we have reviewed and accepted the report as provided by Mr. Schaefer for the city tax phase-in and compliance.  All those in favor, signify by saying Aye.  All those opposed?  Motion carries. Is there any other miscellaneous business to come before council?
