President Jarboe: Before we begin the third readings of zoning ordinances I would like everyone to be aware tonight that there are two members of Council that are not present, and it does take five votes for a zoning to pass.  So if anyone would like to hold their zonings until we have a full Council; I want everyone to be aware of that this evening.  Mr. Shively.

Les Shively: Mr. President and members of Council I am here on the first ordinance of Red Bank Road, which is written on the agenda.  A lot has happened since we have filed this, among now we have different owners.  The Traylors no longer own this property.  Mr. McCarty who operates a jewelry store with his family on the Westside has purchased this property for his new location.  Also, we originally asked for C4 because the property is surrounded by C4, but Mr. McCarty’s use only requires a C1, so we are able to do a C1, which you can find in your packet of information this evening.  We also have a C1 with the use and development commitment that we fashioned from extensive discussions with the only remaining single family residential property over there; and with the input of the Westside Improvement Association Mr. Lockhart and Mr. Padgett, this had a unanimous recommendation of the planning commission with one abstention.  We think it is a good balance.  This area is definitely going commercial but it’s done in such a manner it shows deference to any remaining single family residences.  I won’t go into any details the use and development commitment, they are self explanatory, but I am willing to answer any questions you have, especially Mr. Watts since it is in your ward.  
President Jarboe: Any questions by members of the Council for Mr. Shively?  Councilman Watts.

Councilman Watts: Just a comment.  This thing sounds like a nice buffer and in fact I know through the amount of administration calls; and I believe the jewelry store going in there seems like a nice buffer between the C4 and the residential homes.  

President Jarboe: Councilman Bagbey.

Councilman Bagbey: Over the past several weeks, months and years it seems like Mrs. Fender has bent my ear quite a bit, and I have had a lot of conversations with her and I really appreciate that we were able to work out some type of accommodation for that last property owner.  It’s a good job.  Thank you.

President Jarboe: Any other Council members?  Is there anyone in the audience that would like to speak either for or against R-2006-19?  
Fred Padgett:  I am Fred Padgett and I represent the Westside Improvement Association.  The Westside Improvement Association does support the petition as it stands now; and just talking with the neighbor, she would like to point out there are other residences in that area, she is the abutting neighbor.  I wanted to say publicly that Westside Improvement Association thanks very deeply, the neighbors, the attorney, the petitioner’s attorney and the petitioner for working so hard and diligently to craft a use and development that addressed these problems.  I think it gives us a reasonable working solution.  I thank them very much for the efforts that went into this and we hope the motion goes forward.

President Jarboe: Any questions for Mr. Padgett?  Is there anyone else that would like to speak either for or against rezoning?

Les Shively: Mr. President my name is Les Shively and I am representing the petitioner.  At this time we would take the opportunity to request a continuance until we have a full Council.

President Jarboe: Thank you.  Is there a motion to continue? 

Councilman Watts moved and Councilman John seconded the motion to continue R-2006-25 April 9, 2007. Voice Vote. So ordered. 

President Jarboe: Councilman Bagbey.

Councilman Bagbey: What about the folks who showed up this evening?

President Jarboe: Could everyone who was going to speak either for or against this ordinance please stand up? What we are going to do is continue this since we do not have a full Council because the vote could be very close and we want to give them every opportunity.  Is it a problem to come back on April 9, 2007?   Anyone that does not have the opportunity to speak April the 9th we will give you an opportunity to speak this evening.  
Les Shively: Mr. President if the following month works better so everyone can be here to do a continuance of the presentation we do not have any objection to that, if a May date would work better so everyone could be here. 

President Jarboe: Would May work better for everyone in the audience?  We did receive three e-mails opposed to this, but in all fairness we will go ahead and let those that do not believe they can be here in April speak tonight.  Who would like to speak first?  Please give us your name and address for the record.

Jerry Hays: My name is Jerry Hays, I live at 3228 Crossbow Lane, and I live in the subdivision in the back part that will be affected by this proposed business.  To give you a run down on myself,  I spent 24 years at the Evansville Police Department from 1965 to 1989.  I spent 15 years as Traffic Superintendent of City and County from 1989 to 2004.  I was a Senior Accident Investigator on the police department as far as safety and traffic involving accidents and radar work for the last 20 years.  I know there are some pictures that show standing water on the east side of the proposed zoning, the pictures were taken after a rain storm.  The question is, if this is filled in where will the water go?  Will it flood any other properties.  Who will pay for this?  Will it be a City project or the owner’s project?  I have heard it will be approximately $80,000 or more. The other thing is in front of this place the driveway can only handle two cars safely.  Right now there are two “no parking anytime signs” on both sides of Spring Valley Road from approximately Green River Road to Autumnwood Way.  Tow away zones, no time limit; just flat no parking tow away.  That  means if there are more than two cars in the driveway, where are they going to park?  The only parking available is in front of Autumnwood Way and that would be are affected by this project.  There is a Domino’s Pizza house opened at Theatre Drive and Green River Road and it is about 4-5 minutes from my house.  This proposed business could become a hang out for young kids, are they going to have games to attract them?  Also, there are no sidewalks on Spring Valley Road from Green River to Autumnwood Way.  There is very poor lighting, and I have almost hit people walking on the street, young and old.  There is a lot of traffic in the evenings coming from work, going to the grocery stores, or short way to Green River Road.  People have to walk on the street or in the grass.  This request for rezoning will devalue the houses surrounding it.  To give an example, the corner house on the northeast corner of Autumnwood Way and Spring Valley Road is being rented by a young couple.  They are waiting for this vote.  They want to buy this house; if the vote is approved they are not going to buy the house.  That means if this business goes in you are devaluating the property that is adjacent to the business, which is all subdivision.  I have been in this subdivision for thirty years, and I have seen no commercial come in. Now all of a sudden they want to bring in this pizza parlor.  There are some things that should be considered.  If it is approved, I would say that it needs to have a no access, eight foot wooden fence, not a six foot fence, an eight foot wooden fence surrounding that parking lot, with security lights that do not shine on the property or houses that are adjacent.  Also, the person that owns this business has to put in the parking lot entirely before it opens the doors to the public.  That is what I think the neighbors are requesting.  A lot of neighbors thought it was a done deal, because the first article in the paper said a City Councilperson said that there is no problem, and everyone thought it was already done.  The other week there was a rental van truck backed up to this business and has rented or purchased white table and chairs that are in the garage.  To each of you please think about this, would you want a pizza parlor right behind your home that you have worked hard to keep up and proud of for approximately 30 years?  Then smell pizza for hours almost everyday?  The owner may find trash in their yard and at times may have noise.  Because you are putting a commercial right adjacent to subdivision.  I was on the Safety Board, the EUTS Board and the Area Plan Board; I served on all three boards.  For the safety of young people with no sidewalks or parking I would say this establishment should not be zoned C1.  I feel for the safety for young people that are walking in the street, luckily we haven’t hit anyone.  I think the rezoning should not be approved.  My question is, if this is approved, I would like to have conditions written in that there be an eight foot wooden fence, no access to the fence or to the other person’s property, and condition that it is a carry out only.  I would hate to see a person go in there and do whatever he wants.  From my experience it is bad to put a business in a residential area.  It should be on Green River Road where other businesses are.  I think it should stay residential.  Thank you.
President Jarboe: Thank you Mr. Hays, are there any questions for Mr. Hays?    Anyone else wish to speak?  Please step forward.

Stephanie Hanson: My name is Stephanie Hanson.  I live at 4205 Deer Trail.  I am speaking to you as a homeowner and a mother, I have a four year old.  On my street I am two houses from Autumnwood Way, and what the gentleman just said is very true.  There are no sidewalks when you are coming through that area.  Our street Deer Trail is strait through from Stockwell once you turn.  It is very busy as it is; speeding all the time.  If it is going to be a cut through, and even Spring Valley turning off there it’s always a problem.  There is no place to park, cars are parked on the street; come down our street almost every home is a single driveway.  The neighbors across the road have two children and four cars.  There is at least two cars from their house always on the street.  From our house, three houses down to the end of our block there are 22 children from ten and under.  There are plenty of places to build this.  I understand and I am not begrudging anyone from owning a business, just not by my home.  It is less than a block and a half, and it’s busy enough.  The water is definitely an issue for anyone back there.  Several neighbors have voiced their concern; if it is built and it doesn’t make it, then what will it be?  Is it going to be left? Will they maintain it?  As Mr. Hays said they are already bringing in chairs.  Does that mean our say does not have a go?  This is where we live I have lived there 14 months.  I never thought we would have a pizza parlor for my son to grow up by.  It is not like we live on Green River.  That is all I have.

President Jarboe: Thank you. Are there any questions?  Councilwoman Walden.

Councilwoman Walden: Thanks.  I would like to make a clarification at this point, since I am the Councilperson mentioned in that article.  I just want to assure everyone out there involved in this; homeowners, property owners and business owners this is not a done deal.  It is never a done deal.  There was no direct quote from me in the newspaper, it was a quote from another person relaying what I said.  We all know how those types of things work.  I feel it was a very misleading article as far as representing my opinion.  What happens when a piece of property is up for rezoning is the property owner is required to call the Council member to notify them.  They always do that to let us know what is going on in our ward.  My comments in general to property owners are usually along the line of , if it is something feasible, “ well that sounds like something all right, you need to talk to the neighbors, and I’ll look at it when I get all the information.”  I never make up my mind before I hear all the facts.  I just want to reassure all you out there that is how the process works.  I have worked with them [council] a long time and that is how we all operate. Quality of life in a neighborhood is very important to all of us, and I hope that gives you some sense of comfort.  We try to be fair to all sides, and I am sure that you feel like “I drug myself down here, I made arrangements to be here and now they are going to make me come back.”  Right or wrong, we listen to both sides to make a fair decision, and that is what we will do in this case and every case.

President Jarboe: Thank you Councilwoman.  Anyone else that would like to speak?  Yes sir, please step forward.

Joe Winfield: I am Joe Winfield; I live at 4108 Oxmoor Road for the last 30 years.  One of things that bothers me is the initial article in the paper said the person wanting to build or open a pizza shop there was going to live up stairs and have the pizza shop downstairs because of physical problems.  I went to the APC and they said no they were going to rent it out as an office and have a pizza place downstairs.  Before the hearing was over he was going to rent an apartment upstairs and have a pizza place downstairs.  Anything coming in to supply his business, 18 wheelers is what he said it was going to take, how will a truck back out of there?  The truck would have to turn around in a residential area with all those kids out there. This whole area has a lot of kids and the apartments have a lot of kids in them.  So you throw the kids and all the extra traffic into the traffic pattern, and that is not good.  If the zoning is changed could he request to add on to the building in the future?  If he wants to make it bigger, he could add a pool table, dining facilities, different things that will bring people back into this area.  As a retired police officer I know that when people start driving around to see what is out there, some of it will disappear. We don’t have a problem and we don’t want one.  I think this is one of places it can lead our area to.  Being that there is several different stories about what they intend to do with the property, and what happens if he sells it?  It could be something that we are not talking about, it could be a bar, who knows.  We don’t want that, and I don’t think you would want that if you lived there.  I don’t believe he would stand up here and tell you lie, but we all remember something that happened in Evansville not too long ago; Hog Wild, he told you a lot of stories too, and look what ended up there; drugs, prostitution and a whole lot of stuff.  I am not saying that is what is here, but could it happen?  Yes.  Take it where it is supposed to be; what he plans to do should not be in a residential area.  I think if we say we do not want it, you as our representatives’ should listen to us because there are more of us, and it is democratic society; we get to vote and we hope you vote with us.  Thanks for your time. 

President Jarboe: Thank you. Are there any questions for Mr. Winfield?  Seeing none.  Tony.
Tony Hertweck: My name is Tony Hertweck; I live at 3317 Autumnwood Way, I live around the corner from this.  I have a couple things to bring up; some of them have already been brought up.  The traffic thing is going to be a problem, even if they put a parking lot in, people are not going to park two to three hundred feet away; they will park in the front.  There are no sidewalks in the area.  Water drainage has been a problem out there for years.  You can see where the creek runs alongside the property; it also runs under Spring Valley and continues through the Timbers apartments and runs back to the Willow Park area which is a holding pond for them.  I do not know how they will work out drainage problems. The main issue that I have is they say it will be a pizza place.  They have several hundred thousand dollars to build into the business.  They plan to build a $75,000 parking lot which is estimated, they will need equipment, upgrade the building to code, that is a lot of money to put into a pizza place.  Several close pizza businesses in the area have failed.  Hopefully if he opens the business it will succeed, but if he doesn’t what will we have next?  That is our problem.  We would like to keep this a residential area that is what we bought.  Everyone works to keep their property clean and updated; and look at the attendance tonight; it shows a lot of people are against this.  Thank you.
President Jarboe: Thank you. Are there any questions for Mr. Hertweck?  Is there anyone else from the neighborhood that would like to speak?

Jerry Hayes: I just want to re-emphasize one thing; to bring the supplies to this place it will take an 18 wheeler or something like that.  Right now there is no parking on that street at all, so where is he going to park?  He will have to turn around in the neighborhood.  You do not want semi trucks in the neighborhood. That is all I have to say.

President Jarboe: Thank you.  Mr. Shively.

Les Shively: I am going to save my remarks on the specifics for the April 9th meeting.  I think it is important for the initial basic facts to be correct from the beginning.  The property is currently zoned CO2; it allows multi-family, and all kinds of professional offices, it is not residential.  Property is surrounded by C4; it does have a use and development commitment, but it only prohibits certain C4 uses.  It does allow bars, restaurants, grocery stores, drug stores in the C4 area that surrounds it, that is the basic land use that I want the Council to be aware of.  My client has purchased the C4 property immediately to the east, that is where all the parking is going to be and yes it will be between $75,000 and $80,000 to do that parking lot to put in a properly sized pipe and to raise it up and do what needs to be done.  We had extensive discussions with Mr. Jeffers who sits on the plan commission and he is aware we have consulted with Morley and Associates to do that.  I wanted to get those basic facts out before you, so that we understand this is not a residentially zoned property nor is it surrounded by residentially zoned property other than the subdivision immediately to the west.  We will also address all these other concerns with regard to deliveries and such and more specific things when the Council considers this matter at the 9th meeting.  

President Jarboe: Thank you.  Any questions?  Then we will see you on April the 9th Mr. Shively.
