MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS

President Bagbey: There will be no meeting on February 21, 2005 in observance of President’s Day. Susan, I understand that you would like to speak. Let’s make it brief because I have to run to Indianapolis and I’d like to get there before 1:00 a.m. in the morning.

Susan Harp: Susan Harp Oak Hill Neighborhood President. I come tonight to ask for your support for House Bill 1145. I know that Councilman Melcher and Councilman Kniese are familiar with this. This is the Teen Club Ordinance and it is good that we have some teens here tonight. Steve is passing out some information. Officer Detective Debbie Williams Steve and I went to Indianapolis to testify before the House Committee and this passed seven to nothing before the House Committee and will now go before the whole House. It was requested that I tried to get as much local support that I can. What this law would do if passed would give local governments more home rules regarding teen clubs. They could enforce licensing of the clubs, which would include criminal background checks on owners and employees, enforcing age restrictions on those entering the clubs, and restricting the hours of operation. None of us are against the clubs. We all want the teens to have a place to go but we want to make sure that there are not 21 year old men with 13 year old girls. This is a big problem all over. I have gotten a lot of documentation from Lafayette and speaking to Madam Clerk Matlock. Last Saturday night I found out that there is another place that I was not aware of in Armstrong. There is a club there. We just want to provide a safe environment for our teens and if this passes and becomes a bill, then it would come back before you and City Council and hopefully County Commissioners. At that time we would like to have the teens participate in setting some standards for these clubs. So I am here asking for your support to write a letter or however you choose to do to our Legislators plus the House Speaker Brian Bozeman.

Councilwoman Walden: Thank you Mr. President. If the Council is agreeable I think that a letter from this Council would be the way to go. This certainly sounds like something that we want to do is make a safe environment for you all so that you don’t have to worry about problems and you can go out and enjoy. We were all teenagers once too.

President Bagbey: I will have our letter writer who I really enjoy his writings Mr. Hamilton to draft something up and John we would like to have that back by the 28th so we can get it faxed up there the following day.

Councilman Melcher: Susan, will they need a letter before the 28th? 

Susan Harp: I am not sure when it is going before the House. They did not tell us.

President Bagbey: Well, if you find out get a hold of Alberta and I will sign it instead of all nine.

Susan Harp: Representative Avery contacted me on a daily basis and those Committees and time meetings change as we found out.

Councilman Melcher: They change daily and they might need that letter before and I would not want miss out on that.

John Hamilton: I would just have all nine names on it and have one signature for the President.   

Councilwoman Walden: Yeah, I think that sounds good.

Councilman Melcher: That way you could get it sooner and we don’t have to worry about missing a date.

Susan Harp: Thank you so much.

Councilman Kniese: Susan, I am going to be in Indianapolis tomorrow meeting with a lot of our Legislatures. I will take this up there with me.

Susan Harp: Great. You can them that in today’s paper that one of the owners of the teen clubs said that he supports it but he did not believe that our reports we accurate. But he does support it.
