Councilman Melcher: Along with that I try to stay up on all the emails. This is something that has been coming up for a while. That is why that we back in 2003 some of us were talking about moving code enforcement cause when the day comes we lose this money we lose all the employees in DMD. This is the Presidents plan to eliminate CDBG for local, state, and federal but they are going to have a little extra money and the home dollars as of right now. So there will be a little bit more housing. This is the plan. I would call all congressman and senators if you are interested. This will really hurt Evansville if this happens. Again, that is what the President has on the table. He is cutting Hope Six that EHA has been trying to get. That is cut out too. Thank you.
