Evidently in northern Indiana this has been a hot potato. I received and email message, no a letter, from the town of Munster who in 1994 did the very same thing that we did a year ago which I thought was kind of interesting. They sent a copy of that. I was also contacted today telephonically about the Solid Waste Board and if you remember the County Commissioners changed the time to 2:30 p.m. and I asked for some people if they could make that in their job schedule and so far we have no takers for that. Councilman Watts and I have discussed it and B.J. has agreed to stay there and he will get there and he will get there as soon as he can. I will not make any more comment other than that. Thank you for doing that B.J. I really appreciate that. Anything else under Miscellaneous Business?

Councilman John: Mr. President, the letter from Mr. Rector, I may have been the cause of that. I ran into him one day and he was telling me of all the improvements he had made over the last couple of years and I found it very interesting. He indicated that he had recently reported that to his board and I said that it would be neat for us to get a copy of that and see the changes that you have made like the parking out front and a number of other things.
