President Jarboe: We did receive a thank you note from Charles Steger, the President of Virginia Tech University, concerning our resolution that we sent.  I’ll pass this around so all members of Council have an opportunity to read this.  Unfortunately, we seem to be doing a lot of resolutions on bad things that are happening to good people.  I am sure everyone had an opportunity…and Councilman Bagbey, thank you for bringing these back…Councilman Bagbey was in Charleston.  I think this kind of tells it all, about the tragedy that was in Charleston.  It is a sad thing, and being a firefighter I can tell you its something that is always in the back of your mind.  You always think about, and try not to think about.  When it happens to a fellow firefighter, a brother, a sister, trust me everyone feels it.  I asked Mr. Hamilton to bring a letter tonight that we could sign and forward onto the Mayor and Fire Chief of Charleston, South Carolina.  
“A LETTER OF CONDOLENCE AND SUPPORT TO 

 THE CITY OF CHARLESTON AND THE

 CHARLESTON  FIRE DEPARTMENT”
“The recent loss of nine firefighters in your community has caused loss and grief to our community and citizens.  Please accept our condolences, and know that our community shares in your grief and loss.  We recognize the heroic and courageous efforts of the firefighters at the Charleston Fire Department, who gave their lives in the line of duty.”
“We join you in remembering and mourning the outstanding firefighters who were lost, and offer our condolences to their families, friends, and all members of your community.  We also express our admiration for the tremendous outpouring of togetherness and community support which has been displayed by the surviving firefighters and citizens of Charleston.  We want you to know that our community is thinking about you and praying for your comfort and healing.”
Council moved and Council seconded the motion to accept this letter and move it forward.  Voice vote.  So ordered.

President Jarboe: The last thing under miscellaneous business, Mr. Hamilton, could you give us an update on where we are at on the fireworks ordinance? 

John Hamilton: Shortly after the State enacted their legislation, I was asked to begin looking at drafting a fireworks ordinance for us.  The State legislation, as you know, enabled local communities to regulate fireworks, except for certain designated dates and times.  Mainly a ten day period around July 4th, with certain times designated; and I believe around New Years’ and New Year’s Eve.  So I have met with a member of the law department, Kevin, and (we) are looking into the various options.  I would say I would have a preliminary draft ready within the next couple of weeks for Council.  

President Jarboe: Is there anything else to come before Council under miscellaneous business?  

Councilman Bagbey: President Jarboe, will you remind the members of Council, as well as the people who may be in the audience tonight, about the opportunity to give to the charity that has been developed to help the firefighters and their families in Charleston? 
President Jarboe:  Thank you for reminding me. Yes. The Evansville Fire Department has started a fund at the Evansville Firefighters Federal Credit Union, down on Fourth and Fulton behind the fire station, there is an account there, which we have already collected funds from the Fire Department, firefighters and other individuals that wanted to give to this account. We will be sending that money very shortly to the bereavement fund for the Charleston Fire Department.  Anyone wanting to donate, there is an account.  Tell them you would like to donate to the Charleston Fire Department Fund at the Evansville Firefighters Credit Union.  Is there anything else under miscellaneous business? Seeing none.
