Steve Bohleber: I’m Steve Bohleber and I’m an attorney in Evansville.  I’m here today fulfilling a promise to my friend Kevin Winternheimer who initiated this petition on behalf of the city, and I’m finishing it for him.  Ed Ziemer is here with me since he did sign the petition.  It’s pretty straightforward.  This is surplus property to the City of Evansville.  It’s never been used nor dedicated for cemetery purposes and has been owned for decades, originally acquired from the town of Lamasco.  The current structure on the site, not only is unoccupied, but curiously has a tree growing out of the chimney.  Ed would like to rezone this property to maximize its value and then having it declared surplus for sale.  That will accomplish several things.  It will return it to the tax rolls and it will provide significant revenue for improvements at Locust Hill Cemetery from the proceeds.  This comes with a unanimous do-pass recommendation, otherwise I simply incorporate our comments from the Area Plan Commission into this meeting this evening.  Ed is here to answer any questions, as am I, about this rezoning request.

President Jarboe:  Ed, has there been anyone who expressed any interest in this?

Ed Ziemer:  Not as yet.  We actually haven’t publicized it.  The only thing that has been publicized was the rezoning.  We haven’t actually put it for sale yet.

Steve Bohleber:  I think it has to be declared surplus and go through statutory procedure once it’s rezoned.  Then it would be bid out and the highest bidder would receive it.  I would anticipate it would have significant value and interest as multi-family residential because that’s the request from R-1 to R-4.

President Jarboe:  Well, we hope so.  Councilman Kiefer.

Councilman Kiefer:  Thank you.  Steve, I was wondering.  Have you talked to an appraiser to see what the highest and best use is, because …

Steve Bohleber:  Actually, Ed has.

Councilman Kiefer:  What appraiser did you use?

Ed Ziemer:  Mr. President and Council Members, we actually had two appraisals done on the property, one by David Mathews and one by Bill Bartlett.  Both of them found the highest and best use would be for multi-family housing, and it was by their suggestion that we did this rezoning request to go to R-4 zoning.

Councilman Kiefer.   Okay.  Well, I was just wanting to make sure because, you know, a lot of times in Area Plan or even on this City Council, we like to have people tell us a little bit about their use before rezoning.  I know on Lincoln Avenue at 41, we got so specific, we wanted to narrow it down to one use before it got rezoned.  That’s why I was curious if you’d done that.  Thank you.

Councilman Bagbey:  Is this the red house.

Steve Bohleber:  Yes sir.  It’s the 19.21 acres on the west side.

Councilman Bagbey:  I wanted to make sure because I kept going up and down Kratzville and trying to figure if that was 3800 or not.

Steve Bohleber:  Just look for the building with the tree growing out of the chimney, Steve.

Councilman Bagbey:  I understand, and when you said that, I just wanted to make sure.  And in reference to Councilman Kiefer’s remark,  I think the difference here, Joe, is on that project on Lincoln Avenue, you’re dealing with a lot of school-age kids so we had to be a little more specific.  I think this is good.

Steve Bohleber:  The residents across the street from this property are very quiet.

Councilman Bagbey:  I understand that, sir.  They’re not trying to get out.

Councilwoman Walden:  I’m not sure what I could add to that.  I will say that I do appreciate and I feel confident that Mr. Ziemer and the city has done adequate research on this.  I know that you all talked to me some time back.  It was pretty cold the day you took me over and showed me that property.  I’m quite familiar with it.  If you all haven’t been over there, it is directly across from the neighbors in the cemetery and I believe it will be a good buffer for the area as long we take into consideration the traffic flow right there on the curve at Kratzville, and I have not heard anything one way or the other on this.  You’re right.  The neighbors are quiet.

Councilman Watts:  Steve, just for my knowledge, once this is rezoned, is that a public offering, or how will this work?

Steve Bohleber:  It’s my understanding it has to go through the statutory procedure being declared surplus by the Board of Public Works and then it will be offered for sale to the highest bidder.

Ed Ziemer:  We actually have to advertise it as available and state a time that we will accept the bids and then those bids come in as sealed bids.  They are opened and then it somewhat becomes like an auction.  Then those people that bid are allowed to up their bid if they care to.

Councilman Watts: And obviously the bid would be subject for approval by the Board of Public Works.

Ed Ziemer:  If it does not come in, yeah, the bid has to be approved by the Board of Public Works and if comes in less than 90 percent of the appraised value, it has to come back to council to be approved.

Councilman Kniese:  This is exactly the type of property I was interested in, probably going back about two years, and I probably wore out council members asking them for the same information over and over again primarily from DMD.  I was asking what properties the city owned, whether it be vacant land or buildings, just to see what we could do with our current inventory.  So I’m glad to see we at least have brought forward one piece of land that we own that possibly could be put to good use and possibly put back on the city tax rolls.  I know Councilman Bagbey was kidding me a couple times about asking too many times, but I was just trying to get this type of information, because I think there is probably a few more properties like this out there, but  I just wanted to make more of a comment than ask a question.

Kniese: Thank you.  I hope all my fellow councilmen agree with me, it’s always preferred if you can discuss and kind of work out your differences and some changes prior to vote on council.  Things seem to work a little more clearly that way and better, and we had, and when I say we, it’s Angela, Joe, and myself met as the republican minority council members.  We had a little bit of a discussion and some concern over how the debt would be serviced for the proposed pool recommendations.  Initially it was to go into debt.  We felt that debt was not the most appropriate way and we requested to use Riverboat Funds.  We also requested to change the wording from South and West Pools to just Pools in general because we had not received a formal presentation on the final recommendation from the aquatic’s task force.  We heard quite a bit of debt discussed tonight from different departments.  I think it is very critical that we understand and make sure that the City of Evansville can handle the additional debt load and therefore, this one small request out of the 200 plus million-dollar budget, I’m happy to say was approved and we all agreed prior to tonight’s council vote.  So with that, I vote “aye’.

Bagbey:  Aye

Melcher:  I’d just thank everybody for us all working together this year, and Lisa and her staff, because I think it’s a pretty good budget considering everything that we have.  As you know, public safety is big in my heart.  I believe and am glad to hear that we’re going to get two fire apparatus and supposedly going to get another one next year.  We fought for a long time, and I think Bagbey said the first take-home cars was in 1971, but we really started taking it the late 90’s if I remember right.  And I think that is great for our community and as long as we can take care of our public safety and rest of our city employees, which everybody got a 3 percent raise so it didn’t matter if you were in a bargaining unit or not.   I think that came up a few times, but everybody including us got a 3 percent raise.  With that, I vote “aye”.

Robinson:  Aye

John:  To touch on some of the points that Councilman Kniese made, you’re right it is good to work together and I appreciated our discussions regarding your concerns, the Mayor’s concerns as well, and naturally we don’t want to place any burden on the tax payers for property taxes.  We’re already over burdened with that, and when there are alternative sources of revenue, naturally we would much rather use those than property tax.  We appreciate your concerns and cooperation in adopting what I consider to be a very good budget, and with that I’ll vote “aye”.

Kiefer:  A couple of other good reasons I feel good in supporting the budget, one is in the capital 55 million toward storm water projects to help solve the sewer problems.  There are a lot of constituents who are going to be happy about that.  Also, I’m glad to see the expansion of the City View Program.  I’d eventually like to see the 311 Call Number expanded throughout the entire city.  And then also, finally a reduction in the total budget.  With that, I vote “aye”

Jarboe:  This is the fourth budget I’ve had the privilege to work on and I guess being the new guy on the council, having four balanced budgets in a row makes you feel pretty good when you’ve had a term like that.  I have to agree with Councilman Kiefer, the sewer projects that are being completed and I know that these are quality of life issues and I think the administration has done a good job of addressing the quality of life issues.  The swimming pools that Councilman Kniese alluded to, these are things that the community is asking for.  We were able to cut about 5.6 million out of the budget as the controller told us, yet keep that level of service that the citizens want and require, I think says a lot, and I appreciate the administration in bringing forward a balanced budget.  The work the Controller has done, Chairman John, the work you have done, and working with the minority party and the majority party, I thank you very much.  I know the citizens of Evansville appreciate that.  I’ll quit being so long winded now and get to point.  I vote “aye”.

MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS:
John Hamilton:  I wanted to report to Council.  I looked into to having this room designated or named in honor of Kevin Winternheimer.  I spoke with Dave Rector, Evansville-Vanderburgh Building Authority General Manager.  He spoke to his board and they seemed to be very receptive to it.  He also spoke informally to the County Commissioners, who indicated they also have no objection to it.  I think the first step will be for this Council to adopt a resolution which I will draft for our next meeting.  In terms of specifics, he had asked me if you were talking about just doing a plaque to honor him or actually naming the room.  I told him I thought you were actually talking about having this room designated either as the Winternheimer Room or something to that effect.  Kevin Winternheimer Chambers.  Is that the direction of Council as far as what you are wanting to do.  Okay, I’ll draft a proposed resolution for your consideration and then that will go to the Building Authority and they kind of take it from there as I understand. Councilman Kiefer:  John, can we leave the word Council in there somewhere so people will understand, cause if there’s notices that go out and it says Kevin Winternheimer Chambers or something, you know, if you leave the word Council in there maybe that helps eliminate confusion.  They know where they’re talking about.

John Hamilton:  I don’t even know what the notices say now.  Do they say Room 301 or do they say…

Councilman Kiefer:  You hear a lot of people talk about Council Chambers, you know, you hear that term a lot.

Councilman Bagbey:  I think it would be extremely appropriate for that name to be in there due to the fact of all his hard work with the city and later with the county commissions, and he assisted with the county council as well.  So I think it would be fitting if we could put that in there.  If we get this approved, Mr. President, what I would like to see is invite his wife and Matt down some night we have a small agenda, and Madam City Clerk, shake the bucket and let’s get a nice plaque and give something for them to take to their home. 

President Jarboe:  Do you want them here when we do the resolution?  Would you like them here for the resolution also?

Councilman Bagbey:  I don’t think the resolution yet.  I think it’s when we name it, get the okay.

President Jarboe:  I guess you’ve already talked to the county commissioners?

John Hamilton:  David Rector did.  I haven’t directly.  

President Jarboe:  I would be willing to go to the next commissioners’ meeting and the next county council meeting and ask them to join in on a resolution.

John Hamilton:  Maybe after we adopt our resolution

President Jarboe:  Okay.  Is there anything else to come before council under Miscellaneous Business?

Councilman Bagbey:  This was Angela’s and my last budget, and I wasn’t here for much of the budget process, as you well know.  I was in Chicago, and I’m very proud to say that 15 good citizens from the northern district of Illinois did the right thing, and they found Joey Lombardo and bunch of other mobsters guilty as charged.  Tomorrow they will reconvene and go for each individual account, and what that means is that one of the individuals that I and other colleagues throughout the years felt were responsible for the death of Raymond John Ryan on October 19, 1977, is going to get a taste of the penitentiary for the rest of his natural life since he is 78 years of age.  There is only one more defendant, and he’s recovering from cancer and may or may not go to trial.  So I just wanted to share that and also remind you there is the O’Fer Bowl on Saturday.  The O’Fer Bowl will be played in Ann Arbor and that’s Michigan and Notre Dame.  Thank you.

Councilwoman Walden:  Mr. President, I’ll just tell you one since you started it and say with mixed emotions as we’re sitting here with our final budget to vote and I think particularly for me because I believe my first or second meeting that I ever attended is the meeting where we passed the budget, because the year Dad died he had gone through the whole budget hearings.  You had to hear all his gobbledy gook that he always had to say and so it’s always kind of poignant time of the year for me, but it’s been a pleasure to serve, and it was my pleasure to be able to work together to come to this budget tonight.  It’s kind of neat that my kid’s 4-H Club is here and I’ve got my son out there in the audience.  

President Jarboe:  I would like to remind everyone that Sunday is Race for Cure and also 

St. Baldrick’s at Ri Ra’s from 12 noon to 6:00 p.m., you’ll have the opportunity to see 13 firefighters lose their locks for cancer.  They are shaving their heads to raise money.  So there are 13 Evansville firefighters that will be losing all their hair.  That should be quite a site.  

Clerk Matlock:  How come you’re not going to do it, Mr. President?

President Jarboe:  I’ve seen myself bald before and that will never happen again.
