John Hamilton: I am not sure of the Deputy that filed this in the City Clerk’s office, but you have done this the last two years; and the agreement itself spells out this is an annual grant and it looks like it is 86% to the city and 14% to the county and that requires an agreement by this Council and the county.  The county has already done it and signed off on it.  This is for you to act and approve it.  I think I saw that last year’s grant money was in your finance ordinance tonight.   It has been approved by Corporation Counsel David Jones.

Councilwoman Robinson:  We have an opening on the MBE/WBE Board and I wanted to appoint James Mosley to that position.

President Jarboe:  Madam Clerk, will you contact him and get the paperwork.  

We also have Mr. James Nunning was the Fire Merit Commission representative for the City Council and his term is due to expire we need to reappoint Mr. Nunning or appoint someone else.  The Chief has contacted me and said he has had a very good working relationship with Mr. Nunning and he has done a fine job on the Fire Merit Commission.  He served for eight years.

Madam Clerk:  I certainly will.

President Jarboe:  Anything else to come before Council under miscellaneous business?  If not, I know Mr. Blair had contacted the Clerk and requested an opportunity to speak to Council this evening.  

John Blair:  My name is John Blair.  I live at 116 Herndon Drive.  I am here as the President of Valley Watch, Inc., which is an Indiana not-for-profit, whose address is 800 Adams Avenue in Evansville.  Valley Watch’s purpose is to protect the public’s health and environment of the lower Ohio River valley.  I think you are aware of the majority of what we do.  Primarily it has been fighting coal-fired power plants that are proposed for this region and elsewhere in the mid-west and throughout the United States now.  We are a regional group and consider ourselves a local group.  We have branched out to deal with particularly coal issues in the mid-west. Evansville specifically though, will be or currently does not meet the health based national ambient air quality standards for the fine particles, the 24 hour standard for fine particles or the eight hour standard for ozone.  When we look at what we are capable of doing in Evansville that is a real dilemma.  There is an economic problem.  You cannot attract any kind of new industry that may have some kind of pollution connected to it without them off-setting the amount of pollution they put out.  There is a problem for health.  When you are in violation of the standards it means your citizens are getting sick.  A study in 1998, I don’t think it has changed any, by the Tri-State Partners for Health, did a study about asthma in Vanderburgh County.  Asthma is a first indicator of bad air quality.  A kid in Evansville or Vanderburgh County from the age of nine to thirteen is five times more likely to be hospitalized with asthma than his counterpart in Fort Wayne, Indiana.   Fort Wayne has very similar demographics.  I am sure the mothers and fathers in Fort Wayne keep their homes in similar fashion.  People have said it is cockroach feces that cause asthma.  I doubt there is that much of a difference of cockroach feces in Fort Wayne as there is in Evansville.  Fort Wayne is in a valley on the Maumee River.  If there is any kind of effect with air pollution there it is acting the same way as ours.  The difference is we are surrounded by more power plants of great size than any other community in the world.  We are in the middle of the largest concentration of coal-fired power plants in the world.  No place else can compete except for a place in Southeastern Ohio.  If they get the four or five plants proposed there, they may overtake us because those are large plants, depending on whether we get, the four plants proposed for our region too.  We all know people with cancer, strokes, COPD, heart attacks and asthma.  It is a pervasive ubiquitous problem that does not seem to want to go away. The reason for this plight is clear; we live in an area that has allowed its environment to deteriorate.  What kind of self-respecting industry wants to come to an area when they know that allowed its own mess to be [inaudible].  That is not good for economic development, economic growth I defy anybody.  I am surprised we landed Toyota because Toyota has had a history of moving to communities that cared about their health and cared about their wellbeing and future of their children.  There is not much evidence from an environmental aspect that we care about much of any of those things.  Evansville can do little to rectify it.  We do not have aid of these power plants. AB Brown, Cooley and about a third of the Warrick facility I have listed here are the three power plants that serve us through Vectren.  They are all small and they all have scrubbers on them.  The AB Brown plant was built before scrubbers were required.  SIGECO was very bright in going that direction.  I have always commended SIGECO and Vectren for doing that.  There is no real thing happening in Evansville and Vanderburgh County except our traffic is getting odd lately.  These power plants are often large, and three of these power plants on this list are three of the top ten power plants in the United States.  The Gibson station is the largest coal-fired power plant in the United States.  The Paradise power plant in Central City, Kentucky is owned by Tennessee Valley Authority.  The Rockport power plant is owned by American Electric Power.  Gibson serves 69 central Indiana counties and the rest of the Duke system, which is in South Carolina, North Carolina and some places in Texas.  We are sending a lot of power from Gibson out of the state.  About 25% of the power we generate in Indiana is sent out of state.  Other people can have clean economic growth while we get the pollution.  It is real simple for those people to flip a switch and only be making an economic decision.  They are not thinking what it does to health of their children because we have to put up with that.  The TVA plant sends all of their power south.  The AEP plant serves northeastern Indiana and southern Michigan that is why it exists.  So the kid in Fort Wayne that does not have to go to the hospital is being well served by the kids in southwestern Indiana who do because of the power plant.  These other power plants are smaller, the Petersburg power plant is about to 2,000 megawatts and it serves Indianapolis. [Tape stopped]  All these other facilities except for what western Kentucky needs through Big Rivers Electric Company, are serving places far removed from this area.  The fact that we export all this power kind of makes these claims by the utilities, the Indiana Utility Forecasting Group and Mitch Daniels that we need a lot more power bogus.  We don’t need more power.  We are serving communities all over the nation.  We don’t need more power.  Power plants are very capital intensive.  A $2.4 billion power plant in Rockport hired 150 people.  Capital intensive is good for construction workers, but the permanent jobs that come out of these industries are almost nil.  Toyota puts out 3,500 tons of pollution a year; the Cash Creek power plant was slated to put out 14,000 pounds of pollution a year.  The Cash Creek plant was going to hire 250 people and Toyota hires 5,000; five times more pollution and 5% of the employment.  There is no comparison; Toyota is a much better deal.  What will happen when Cash Creek is built, they will almost assuredly keep us in attainment, which will restrict our ability to grow.  Newburgh and Warrick County became active and decided to challenge the Cash Creek permit.  On the days we have ozone build up the wind is calm but blowing from the north and it is the Gibson power plant in many cases putting out a lot nitrogen oxide that causes the formation of ozone in Evansville.  We have been lucky this year.  We have not seen a big build up of ozone over the last couple of days, but I suppose we will have another problem.  I am asking you all to deliberate in your mind what the values of this community should be.  Whether we want to protect the health of our citizens, our elderly, our children…there are a huge number of kids that have inhalers.  I was something like 10 percent.  What I am asking you to do…we have plant proposed here, a plant proposed in Mt. Carmel, a plant proposed in Rockport and this one in Cash Creek…when you are looking at what the community values should be you take this public health issue, which is as serious as anything that any of you will ever face, and start protecting the health of the citizens that live here by challenging these proposals that will not do anything but harm us in the future.  I appreciate you taking the time to listen.

President Jarboe:  Is there anyone on Council that has any questions for Mr. Blair?

Councilman Friend: [inaudible]

John Blair:  Alcoa and Vectren own that power plant out there and they started out investing $400 million but the cost increases have gone to $500 million in scrubbers.  They are good scrubbers and are supposed to reduce sulfur oxide emissions by 98 percent.  We should benefit a great deal from that.  When you have a massive reduction from one of the dirtiest plants around, you will benefit from a fine particle standpoint and they have put controls on for a catalytic reduction so the ozone problem and fine particle problem should be alleviated to extent that the wind blows from the east to the west.

Councilman Friend:  [inaudible] 

John Blair:  That could be, and good for them.  The credits are really…in sulfur oxides at least.  I don’t think it has been decided for carbon and global warming climate change and how they will deal with that.  If you recall in the 70’s the utilities were indicating if we control sulfur oxide to stop the acid rain was the issue then, if we set out to do that we would have to increase electric rates by 50 percent.  They went up about 9 percent to control that particular air pollution.  Alcoa is still a huge emitter of toxic pollution.  It is almost 6 million pounds a year of toxic pollution.  Toxic pollution is not sulfur oxide, nitrogen oxide carbon dioxide or particle matter; it is other kinds of chemistry coming out of the plant that EPA has determined are harmful to human health.  Spencer County, population 20,000 people, AK Steel and the Rockport power plant together puts out more toxic pollution than all the industry in San Diego County, California; Los Angeles County, California; Chicago, Cook County, Illinois; and all of the counties that make up metropolitan New York City combined.  Those cities have industry, but they have controlled pollutants.  Indiana and Kentucky leadership has said coal is everything and that is all we are going to look at for economic growth.  That is why they keep coming back for these proposals.  Henderson is going after a coal gasification plant; Cash Creek plant, coal liquids.  We have a proposal for coal liquids in Paducah that will have a direct impact on us.  The Rockport gasification plant will be a huge polluter.  We are surrounded and we need to start challenging these communities around us to get their act together so we can have good health and good economic potential.  We have neither at this point.

President Jarboe:  Any other members of Council?  Thank you, John.

Donna Bergman:  My name is Dona Bergman; I am the Director of the City of Evansville’s Environmental Protection Agency.  I appreciate you for letting me take a few minutes to provide additional information and clarify some of Mr. Blair’s comments.  Mr. President, before I begin, may I recognize my staff and members of my board that is present tonight? Mr. Blair, these are the people you have accused at public meetings of turning off your quality monitors and losing data.  I just want you to look at these folks because they are the people you are accusing.  I just wanted you to see their faces so the next time you do that you will remember what they look like.  I am very proud to be associated with these board members and my very conscientious and professional staff.  In regard to non-attainments issues, we are currently in attainment for the eight-hour 85 part per billion ozone standard and have been for quite a while.  The Evansville-Vanderburgh County monitors for PM.25 for years have shown attainment for the 15 microgram for cubic meter annual standard.  We were called non-attainment due to a violating monitor in Dubois County.   That petition for re-designation has been submitted to the USEPA and we are expecting a decision to be re-designated an in attainment for that standard shortly.  In regard to the new 75 parts-per-billion ozone standard, currently our design value is 79 parts per billion.  Yes, when USEPA makes those non-attainment re-designations if our air quality has not improved we will be in non-attainment for that standard.  USEPA recently revised the 24-hour particulate standard from 65 micrograms over a 24-hour average to 35 micrograms over a 24- hour average; we are at 36 micrograms.  If our air quality does not improve, we will be in non-attainment, which is why we continue to stringently enforce our municipal code and the state law to the best of our ability.  In regard to asthma claims, the 1998 study Mr. Blair refers to uses Medicaid hospitalization and ER visits and does not attempt to estimate the actual number of people with asthma.  I did some Internet research and found data more current than 1997.  According to the Centers for Disease Control, advanced data number 381 on childhood asthma dated December 12, 2006, the U.S. has an overall incident rate for asthma of 8.9 percent.  Indiana has an overall rate of 8.4 percent.  On the Indiana State Department of Health website for 2003 statewide we had an 11.5 percent incident rate for all age groups and Vanderburgh County had 12.1 percent and Allen County had 10.7 percent.  The highest county was Daviess County at 17.3 percent and below us was Elkhart at 7.3 percent.  For children statewide we had a 10.4 percent incident rate and Vanderburgh had a 10 percent, Allen County had 10.5 percent, Daviess County at 17.2 percent and Elkhart at 5.8 percent.  One child with asthma is too much, one person with cancer is too much, but we need to know the current facts and to oversimplify or to use outdated data simply to further your own agenda is insulting to cause you try to advocate for.  Incidents for cancer…Vanderburgh for 2001-2003 malignant types of cancer were 421.7 per 100,000 people, Allen County 446.4, Blackford County 636.2 and Brown County 287.9.  Lung Cancer; Vanderburgh 80.4 percent, Allen County 69.6 percent, Blackford County 131.6 percent and Dubois County 31.7 percent.  There are facts out there and these issues are extremely important and deserve current data and un-skewed sound advice.
