A RESOLUTION OF THE COMMON COUNCIL APPROVING AN INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT WITH VANDERBURGH COUNTY 

Ed Ziemer:  We have a resolution approving an interlocal agreement with Vanderburgh County and the Highway Department to have the County Highway Department pave a section of road that collapsed at Locust Hill Cemetery.  They are willing and able to do this work for the fact they have finished paving for this year.  We can save somewhere between 25% or 30 % on the cost of the project by having them do the labor.  We would have appeal in place to pay for the asphalt as they need it.  There charge to us is in the neighborhood of $1800.00 and we have $20,000 on a standard P.O. to have them purchase asphalt.  The reason we are paving this road is last year it collapsed.  We have built the under surface ourselves through the street maintenance department but we don’t have the wherewithal to actually put blacktop paving on this road.  This resolution mirrors an agreement that you all agreed with a year ago to have the Vanderburgh County Highway Department pave three parking lots for the City’s Fire Department.  This is an exact duplicate of that interlocal agreement.  

Councilman Watts:  It looks great; they took out the curb there and made it wider for the trucks to come in.

Ed Ziemer:  That is the part the City Highway Department did; thank you.  This interlocal agreement thought process started three years ago when we had the tornado that took out the trailer park on the east side of Evansville.  At that time FEMA was deciding if we would qualify for grant funds.  One of the things they told us the County could not use the cost of equipment they got from the City to assist them during that storm.  The reason we could not do that is that there was no interlocal agreement between the City and the County.  As we thought that process through, a year ago when they wanted to have the County do work for the City they found we needed this interlocal agreement which we entered into.  Now we are before you again asking for an interlocal agreement with same County body to do the same type of work.  I would suggest maybe next year our attorneys would look into a possibility of there being a general interlocal agreement between the City and County where we could swap services.  It is just a thought I bring forward.
President Jarboe:  I am glad that you brought that up.  This is the second one that comes before us, it seems that is we could enter into an agreement at the beginning of the year that any services we could swap out we would not have to wait to get the ordinances through each time we do one.

Ed Ziemer:  I am sure the City and County attorneys could work together to do that with some direction of the Council to do so.  I do point out this particular agreement we are reviewing tonight was approved by the Board of Public Works, the County Commissioners and it comes before you tonight and it goes before the County Council Wednesday morning for their approval.

President Jarboe:  Any questions for Mr. Ziemer?

Councilman Kniese:  I believe it states this is good for 30 days for this particular project unless there is some weather related issues.  The amount of $20,000 is that pretty good estimate for the amount of material?  

Ed Ziemer:  That is the estimate the County has given us.  

Councilman Kniese:  Do you feel that is adequate?

Ed Ziemer:  Yes.  We actually have in our budget for this project $40,000.  So, we will come in under budget on this.  Winter is coming and the batch plants are going to shut down soon so we need to get it done as soon as we can. 

President Jarboe:  Is there anyone in the audience that would like to speak either for or against Resolution C-2008-32?

Councilman Watts moved and Councilman Friend seconded the motion to move Resolution
