Les Shively:   I am Les Shively, representing Mr. McCrarey this evening.  This is the most unusual rezoning I have presented to this council.  Mr. McCrarey has lived on Hunter Drive close to 26 years. He raises Shih Tzu puppies and has at this location for a significant period of time.  A year ago he had a transaction with someone from out of state and this person decided to make Mr. McCrarey’s life miserable and contacted every governmental agency known to man to try to stop Mr. McCrarey from operating there at his residence.  During those 26 years he has had on average 22 dogs and no complaints until this person that did business with him decided to make his life difficult. We were contacted by the staff of the Planning Commission.  They sent him a complaint letter.  We met with the staff and they were very accommodating and said there is no other way to bring this use into compliance other than to rezone the property to C-4.  C-4 is not a desirable classification for this location.  We knew we would have to do a use and development commitment.  The only use that will be allowed of a “commercial nature” is to allow Mr. McCrarey to continue with the dogs.  However, we had agreed to reduce the number of dogs to ten.  Also, we agreed that there would be no additional structures.  Proper facilities will be in place as permitted by the Evansville Animal Care and Control.  They do license these facilities and he is currently licensed.  At the point in time he decides he has had enough and wants to stop, it stops.  The use is so limited not only to ten dogs but to this particular breed of dog.  There will be no signage and all animal waste will be disposed of in a proper manner and would not be allowed to drain into storm sewers or other drainage facilities in the area.  These are all provisions in the use and development commitment.  This is an unconventional type of rezoning request, one that will be a short-term situation.  This is an arial photograph of Mr. McCrarey’s property.  It shows the secluded nature it is located at the end of a cul-de-sac.  Mr. McCrarey is here this evening along with some of his neighbors.  These folks live catty-corner from Larry and they assist him in taking care of the dogs and they are here in support of this petition this evening.    

President Jarboe:  Are there any questions for Mr. Shively at this time?

Councilman Kniese:  If your client ceases to have the operation, the rezoning number reverts back to its current state, or if he moves or sells the property, it does not stay with the property?

Les Shively:  The Plan Commission will not allow a reversion clause in the use and development commitment.  Whenever he ceases his operation or sells his property he will have to take the affirmative step to rezone it back to the R-1 classification.  That requirement with all the other requirements runs with the land.  Anyone that buys the property will be legally required to zone it back to an R-1.  

Councilman John:  In the use and development you have limited it to ten dogs, but excluded puppies?  So it could be ten and thirty puppies?

Les Shively:  Correct.  The puppy situation is temporary because they do not stay around very long.  They don’t last very long.  They are sold very quickly.  

Councilman John:  There is an unlimited number there?

Les Shively:  In theory, yes.  They don’t stick around very long.  

President Jarboe:  Let the record reflect that Councilman Friend is now here.  

Les Shively:  Since we are talking about a number of dogs, I am told that by ordinance you can have in a single family residentially zoned area up to four animals?  So this is six more, excluding puppies, than you could in a conventional R-1 district.

Councilman Adams:  How do you guarantee the number ten?  

Les Shively:  As I indicated at the Plan Commission  meeting, this facility will be open to inspection at any point in time.  

Councilman Adams:  I asked you for the mechanism of how you will guarantee it?

Les Shively:  The guarantee is that any deviation from that violates the use and development commitment.  By law, the Plan Commission can enforce the terms of the use and development commitment expenses they incur are Mr. McCrarey’s expenses.  Any landowner can enforce those and if they have to, their expenses are Mr. McCrarey’s responsibility.  That is how the use and development works.  At any time anyone from the Plan Commission or any other authority wants to inspect these premises they are welcome to do so.  Unless you have a suggestion otherwise that you think would be more comprehensive…

Councilman Adams:  No, you said you were going to take care of it the last time you and I talked.

Les Shively:  Can you refresh my recollection of what I specifically said different from what I have said right now?  It would be helpful to me so that I could respond to you and Council as a whole.

Councilman Adams:  I asked you how, at the last Area Plan meeting, because you went down from 22 to ten, how you would keep that number solid.  You said you would find a way to guarantee that there would be ten dogs and no more.  

Les Shively:  The minutes speak for themselves.  I don’t think any representative of any person can come up here and take a personal guarantee.  What I am telling you it’s in the use and development commitment and anything that deviates from that is a violation of law if you will.  I don’t know how to respond to that other than, if this Council would like me to, I would be more than happy to drive by Mr. McCrarey’s place on a regular basis and file this Council a report.  I will even take photographs and bring it to Council once a month and that can be part of your record from each Council meeting.  

Councilman Adams:  [Inaudible]

Les Shively:  I would be more than happy to do that.  

President Jarboe:  Anymore questions by members of Council?  Is there anyone in the audience that would like to speak in favor of Ordinance R-2008-12 as amended?

Patricia Andrews:  My name is Patricia Andrews; 300 Hunter Drive.  We are three houses down from Larry and we feel that there are no problems with the dogs and I know he has had some problems in the past which he has directed and taken care of.  Recently, I did ask one of the neighbors on Inwood Drive if the dogs have been bothering him and he said no, not for awhile.  So that was very encouraging.  Of these 22 dogs he did have, he has sold two of the adult dogs and some of the puppies, the others are about ready if anyone wants to buy one let him know.  My husband and I do help him with them, especially with the walking of them.  As you can tell he is not able to walk very far.  We take care of the feeding and we let him take care of the birthing.  Of the 20 dogs he has, there are 16 females.  Of the 16 females, nine of them are too old to reproduce anymore, but he still hangs onto them because they are like his children.  In fact one of them is blind, one is diabetic and one has arthritis but he is still in there for them.  This is pretty much what he does 24/7.  He is up with them at night to make sure they are not causing a problem, because the males are in an outside area with heated doghouses and fenced-in yard.  We are next to the woods.  Sometimes things come out of the woods and they do bark sometimes.  The females stay inside, except for daily exercise he lets them out in the yard.  We don’t consider them a problem, but he knows he has to reduce them not only for everyone’s sake but for his own.  He has been trying to sell them.  His add has been in the paper everyday.  My husband and I have agreed we would help out and take three of the dogs ourselves.  Some other neighbors have decided to help out and take some of the other dogs too so they will still be in the neighborhood.  

President Jarboe:  Are there any questions?  Anyone else wishing to speak in favor?  If not, anyone wishing to speak in opposition?

Susan North:  My name is Susan North and I live at 330 Inwood Drive.  If I and several of my neighbors here today were not realtors we would not realize how C-4 spot zoning in a residential neighborhood would adversely affect our property values.  We understand the highest and best use in this area is residential.  It is surrounded completely by residential areas.  The proposal is for a non-conforming use.  According to the Area Plan Commission there is no other breeding dog kennel in a residential neighborhood.   Improper facilities for C-4 zoning; there is not enough adequate parking.  Currently the homes in this neighborhood are valued in the $130,000 to the $200,000 range.  Here are some photos.  Spot zoning goes completely against the comprehensive plan.  Many residents in the neighborhood have remodeled and improved the value of their homes.  This is a no-outlet neighborhood with only one entrance.  Spot zoning would have the effect of promoting neighborhood deterioration and loss of property value.  There is no such thing as reversionary zoning.  It can’t automatically go back to R-1.  A piece of paper is not going to stop someone who is determined to do so to expand onto a C-4 zoning.  People are breaking city ordinances all the time and the cases are difficult, lengthy and costly to the City to pursue.  Drainage is also an issue.  The neighborhood has open drainage ditches that ultimately feed into the Weaver Road drainage, and there is the possibility of ecoli coming from Mr. McCrarey’s yard.  It is difficult for him to walk so how easy is it for someone to keep that yard cleaned daily.  It is a low lying area completely across the entrance to his home and it continues along the Westside of his property that would be an area for ecoli to pool and run down to the street below, Lafayette.  Property values would go down and decrease the tax base.  A house is typically a person or families single largest investment in their lifetime.  A family’s home and peace of mind are priceless.

President Jarboe:  Any questions by members of Council?  Is there anyone else that wishes to speak in opposition?  

Larry Key:  My name is Larry Key and I live at 331 Inwood Drive.  We are very much against a C-4 zoning.  There is no reason for that to be in a residential area.  Who is going to guarantee that reverts back to a residential?  If another person wants a dog kennel, can they buy the property and put a dog kennel there?  I think so.  Nobody is going to police that to make sure it happens.  We have listened to the dogs bark constantly, all morning and late evening.  There is no reason we should have to listen to that constantly and have our property value reduced because of a C-4 zoning.  We ask you to make sure that does not happen.  

President Jarboe:  Any questions by members of Council?  Is there anyone else that wishes to speak in opposition?  

Tom Hoyle:  My name is Tom Hoyle and I live at 301 Inwood Drive.  They keep talking about 26 years at that location running a breeding compound; I think that is part of the problem.  Mr. McCrarey is getting old and cannot control the dogs very well anymore.  The C-4 should not be an issue.  You cannot do that to a nice quiet neighborhood.  I do think, no disrespect, he used to be able to do it 24 hours a day taking care of his dogs.  At this point he has seven dogs that do not even breed anymore.  If he is trying to run a breeding operation, why have seven dogs that do not breed?  I think that is part of the problem, the 26 years is now too much for him.

President Jarboe:  Any questions by members of Council?  Is there anyone else that has anything to add we have not heard?

Cheryl Richart:  Cheryl Richart; 320 Inwood Drive.  I am new to the neighborhood and did not know anything about this when I bought my house.  The thing that concerns me when these dogs breed, if he has a limit of 11, and these dogs have more dogs who is going to control how many dogs are in this area?   That is our big concern.  He is not AKC registered any longer.  We have a petition signed by everyone in the neighborhood.  Also, there are photos of the dogs running lose and with children in the neighborhood dog bites are a big concern with parents.  I live directly behind him to the north.  We do hear the dogs and have been there a short time.  We hope you would not allow this rezoning to happen.  

President Jarboe:  Any questions by members of Council?  Is there anyone else that has anything to add we have not heard?

Pam King:  My name is Pam Keenly and I live at 331 Inwood.  We have had a dog as long as we have lived there.  We have a little dog I walk every afternoon and I run into the pack that is walking.  Sometimes the feces is picked up and sometimes it is not, because I see it in the street.  Also, the traffic is a problem.  My mother twice has driven to our house and had to stop in the middle of the street while all the dogs were walking down the street, and they did not move over for her.  She has stated she does not want to come by our house in the afternoon anymore because she does not want to run into the pack of dogs.  I love dogs, but there is a case of volume and number.  Would anyone of you folks like to live next door from this many dogs, puppies, barking, walking and interference?  It has gotten to be a real problem, and we would appreciate your help.

President Jarboe:  Any questions by members of Council?  Is there anyone else that has anything to add we have not heard?  Seeing none.

Les Shively:  I have appeared before this Council for a number of years and I can assure you that I would not be here this evening taking your time if Mr. McCrarey had come to me and said I just moved into this neighborhood and want to establish a dog breeding facility.  He came to me because of an unfortunate circumstance because he was forced to rezone the property.  Lets make something clear, the petition going around has whipped everyone up into a frenzy that says Mr. McCrarey wants to put a C-4 in this area, nothing could be further from the truth.  The use and development commitment that only allows this particular breed of dog, ten adults and all the other commitments in it will cease when he sells the property, when he is no longer with us or when he stops this type of operation.  He cannot legally pass this operation onto anyone else at this location.  There is no signs involved, there is no retail activity involved…it is very narrow.  It is a legal vehicle to allow him to do what he has been doing for 26 years.  If this situation was so pervasive, if the noise, if the nuisance created by the dogs was so pervasive why would the North’s have moved in?  Mr. McCrarey had been living there and doing the thing with his dogs for many years.  If these dogs were devaluing the property creating such a bad situation why would someone in these economic conditions invest money into their home?  Homes have been bought and sold in this neighborhood and have enjoyed strong values the 26 years 

Mr. McCrarey has been there.  A comment was made a piece of paper can’t protect us.  By golly if pieces of paper can’t protect people, I better give up my profession.  Ordinances, judgments and use and development commitments protect people every day legally.  This Council relies upon pieces of paper every week when they consider ordinances for the best interest of the people of this community.  If this Council believes that pieces of paper, ordinances, had no meaning I am sure you all could find other things to do on Monday evening.  Many of the people you heard from today are from Inwood Drive.  Inwood Drive is an intersection of Stringtown.  Inwood is here and Larry McCrarey is all the way back here in a cul-de-sac and woods beyond.  This is not a perfect situation and Larry McCrarey doesn’t want to be here.  What he in fact is asking this Council is not to legalize what he has been doing the last 26 years; in fact to the contrary he is going to do less.   He has made some substantial commitments.  I wish Larry a long and happy life, but this thing is not going to be there very long.  When Mr. McCrarey stops his operation, it will go back to R-1.  Where was the problem 26 years ago?  There was no problem.  These folks have been whipped into frenzy over a falsehood that has spread he is going to do a C-4 operation unbridled with no protections that will continue into perpetuity.  Nothing can be further from the truth.  Let Larry continue here for a few more years under these commitments and restrictions.   

President Jarboe:  Any questions for Mr. Shively?  Seeing none.

Councilman John moved and Councilman Kniese seconded the motion to adopt Ordinance 

R-2008-12 and call the roll.

Councilman Kniese:  I appreciate everyone’s comments tonight.  One of the issues I have though is going forward whether we are here as a Council or a future Council, if someone were to come back and ask for the same type of spot rezoning with like restrictions I think it would be very hard with a precedent set to revoke that or not allow a person to do the same operation; that is the only challenge I have.  Spot rezoning is always a challenge for this Council and for that reason I vote no.

Les Shively:  I represent the petitioner of this matter.  The petitioner is the entity that owns the real estate for Farm Boy Meats operation.  The part to the east abuts the Farm Boy operations.  They own the property and surrounding property.  It is their desire to rezone that the same classification as the existing operation for future expansion.  The immediate need is for employee parking, so they can get the employees off the main area where they do business so they can turn it into a sales and processing area.  This received nine affirmative votes and no opposition.  Bob has talked to the neighbors and the neighbors know these folks have been around a long time and welcome their investment.  This is surrounded by M-2 classifications as well, outside of the M-2 classification for the Farm Boy operation.  

President Jarboe:  Any questions for Mr. Shively?  

Councilman Kniese:  The recommendation from Evansville Metropolitan Planning Organization is the access should be confined to one access point on Kentucky Avenue; I assume there is no change there?

Dan Buck:  Good evening Council.  My name is Dan the Builder.  Actually Dan Buck.  I’ve got a little history to read to you of where I have been the last 30 years and I’ve been in front of this commission numerous times and every project I’ve put through, I don’t think there has been one complaint come behind me.  I’ve been in business for over 30 years and I’ve developed subdivisions within the city such as Fall Creek, the Oaks, Danbury Crest, Cobblestone, Amhurst, and the Sportsplex, which I turned into an industrial complex.  These subdivisions and other have been successful by the way of creating homes for families and adding value to the surrounding community.  Since being in business I have seen the economy go from good and bad times with the interest rate skyrocketing to 19 percent when I first started my business and through the housing boon in the early nineties.  During this time I’ve seldom had to vary from the original subdivision development plan and have always been a hands-on business owner to ensure the developments are completed in the way I intended.  I would not be in business today if I didn’t stand by my word and keep the integrity of the subdivisions I’m so passionate about.  I’m born and raised here in Evansville and have children and grandchildren that I want to have living here in our community.  I’m so proud to have helped housing grow.  My track record, as most of you here this evening know, has been one of sticking to my word, so when I say I’ll do something, I intend to do it.  The reason why we are here this evening is the rezoning of 27 acres on Christ Road.  When I came before Area Plan there was one remonstrator that just happened to be here for the dog kennel, and before Area Plan I had two phone calls, answered all their questions, and after Area Plan, I had two to three more phone calls and answered their questions and had offered to meet in any of their homeowner’s association meetings or neighborhood meetings and was never asked to attend.  I’m asking for the rezoning from R-1 and C-4 to R-3 which is raising part of it and down-zoning part of it to medium density residential with the intention of building single-family homes and condominiums.  The need for rezoning this acreage to R-3 is in single-family homes it allows for a smaller lot and shorter setback from the street.  This is important for the project for the targeted sales area of young professionals and retired couples who do not want to take care of yard maintenance, which is also the reason for the condominiums in this project also.  If the property was zoned R-1 completely, I did some calculations and with the minimum lot size that you put on there, I could get approximately 160 homes as it is right now, and because of the lot coverage and the minimum size of that lot, you’re looking at about 1200 to 1300 square-foot homes if you have a two-car garage because of the lot coverage on an R-1.  You can only have 30 percent lot coverage.  We are proposing upscale, medium price condos and homes.  This change is not significant but would allow me to capture the market I feel that is within the city limits.  This is within the city limits.  It’s an infield project.   I did some calculations and tried to think over the last fifteen years who has done more development within the city limits than I have and I couldn’t think of anybody.  Right now I’m at about 160 acres of what I’ve developed and hopefully, my history of what I said I am going to do and what I have done will stand before me this evening.  I assume the people in the audience are going to speak against what we propose.  We are changing agricultural land into single family homes and condominiums which is broadening the tax base, which I am sure the City would like to have.  The economy the way it is today, anybody trying to do a new project, though I am sure there are a lot of construction workers out there that would enjoy a paycheck to help support their family and community.  The Homebuilders Association had an economist come in from Washington and he said for every construction employee there is another employee in insulator business supporting that construction employee.  I hope you also take that into mind.  A few of the homeowners have made comments at meetings and said I was putting apartments in, I never attended a meeting and I was never invited.  I never said I was putting apartments in.  They said I was putting Section Eight homes in, I never said that.  I don’t even know what a Section Eight home is.  They said I am going to line my pockets with a profit.  In today’s market, I hope there is a profit at the end of it.  I have a passion and a vision.  I have looked at this property for at least ten years and am happy I have a contract on at least 30 acres of it to put a project that I feel will fit into the neighborhood.  I appreciate your consideration this evening.

Councilman John:  Dan, I agree with what you have started out with.  You have shown over the years you do a very good job.  I think what we have is a miscommunication, a misunderstanding.  I wish you had an opportunity to meet with the neighbors because an R-3 without a use and development does allow a wide variety of development.  I don’t know if you thought about meeting with them and developing a use and development commitment to show them what you intend to do.  

Dan Buck:  I would have been glad to have met with them before tonight, before the T.V. is here and radio stations to make a circus out of this.  I would be glad to sit down with the homeowner’s association to coordinate something that would be in both interests and for the neighborhood.  

Councilman John:  I don’t think you will see the Council, and I am not speaking for anyone in particular, we like development, we like increasing our tax base but in an orderly fashion.  I can understand the concerns of the area residents.  At the same time, I don’t think they expect it to stay an orchard forever.  I would highly advise maybe you all get together and see what kind of development will fit and work for you financially, meet their expectations on how that land should be developed.  

Dan Buck:  I know traffic and drainage has been brought up.  Drainage of course will go through site review when we have everything designed.  I am not buying all the way to Kentucky.  I am staying 200 feet west of it because that is all low flood ground.  Everything I am buying is out of the flood plain.  I am staying away from the intersection of Weaver and Christ Road because of the “S” curve there.  Connie told me she has already given 15 feet right of way on the north side of Christ Road when she had the property rezoned to a C-4.  The City can widen Christ Road if it wants to.  I measured Christ Road and Stringtown Road.  Stringtown Road is 2 ½ feet wider than Christ Road.   The amount of traffic on Stringtown compared to Christ Road is probably 20 times more.  I failed to do Kentucky, I did not think of it.  

President Jarboe:  You said if it was zoned R-1 you could get approximately 160 homes on there.  What kind of density are you talking about with this project?

Dan Buck:  Our project would probably be around that size.  R-3 will allow me to build four units and a condo versus just a duplex.  Our project would be two-thirds condos and one-third single-family homes.  Condominiums, on your traffic count, is lower than single family homes. Generally you have singles or elderly without children in condos.  With single-family homes you have children that are driving also.  

Councilman Adams:  Are you saying you will not build apartments on these 27 acres?

Dan Buck:  Well, let me hear what is coming behind me here okay.  My intent is not to build apartments okay.  If we can come to an agreement; I am not here for a fight.  

President Jarboe:  Is there anyone else that wishes to speak in favor of this rezoning?  

Dennis Cromwell:  My name is Dennis Cromwell and I am with Market Realty.  I am a realtor and I have an interest in this to try to help this forward so I can get a sale.  More than that, the reason I am here is I do represent the seller, Connie Englebrecht.  Their family has been very active in this community for many years providing employment, tax base as well as income for the City.  I think they have been very cooperative in many ways, of course lately when they gave the easement to widen the road.  They have always been there to help.  Since the death of Connie’s parents she has been involved in having to make a decision for the future of the orchard.  When the family divided the properties, Connie ended up with the orchard on Christ Road and went into deep debt to make the property stay afloat.  Last year the crops were lost due to the inclement weather and things that happened to them.  It really put the property in jeopardy.  This sale is a sale to try to exist.  When we set down with Connie to help her get to a position where Englebrecht Orchard would be viable and able to afford to keep it open.  We looked at what could be sold that would not be in flood plains, reasonable, beauty of the orchard and sections she could use and also to keep some very important trees and history of Indiana that is located on the property and noted throughout the history of Indiana.  She has worked very hard to keep the beauty and history alive.  This is a survival sale and we tried to be good to the community, to help her keep things alive there and to do what was right.  I’ve worked with Dan throughout the years and know that he is a good builder.  I know when he sets out to do something he continues until he completes it.  I know he has made connections with Connie to see if the property would become available through the years and has had a real desire to develop this property since it was an area he grew up in.  I know he has real heart to try to do this the right way and make it good for the community.   My position is to let you know this is an important situation for Connie and the orchard to keep something alive for the history and for the good of the community.  I would ask for your consideration in this matter.  

President Jarboe:  Anyone else wish to speak in favor of this rezoning?  Seeing none.  We will go on to remonstrators.  First of all, could I see a show of hands how many are here in opposition?  What I ask is that we will give everyone that would like to speak an opportunity to speak; just keep it….

Councilman Watts:  If I may…If Mr. Buck is willing…I would just hate to see everyone waste energy and emotion if there is a common ground here; if Mr. Buck and the neighbors are willing to sit down and try to iron something out, I would hate to see us fight a fight we don’t need to.

President Jarboe:  That is an excellent point.  

Councilman Melcher:  If they work something out it has to be a special use, right?

President Jarboe:  Let’s see a show of hands to see if there is any middle ground here.  How many would be willing to sit down and discuss this project with Mr. Buck?  

Jeffrey Whitinghill:  My name is Jeffrey Whitinghill and I live at 5004 Cidermill Court.  I am President of the Orchard Park Homeowner’s Association.    A couple of weeks ago I reached out to Dan Buck, I phoned him, he did not contact our association nor did he contact any of the other adjacent property owners.  We talked for about 30 minutes and all he was willing to do was offer a compromise with the first 300 feet off Christ Road, being the small modern-day shotgun houses with condos.  Then the back 300 feet he would be reserved for apartments.  He said that is the only way he could make it go because he has to rely on private investors.  He said offer that compromise to your homeowner’s association and call me back.  I did, I called him back and he did not answer the phone.  I left a voicemail message and asked him to return my call and he did not return my call.  We have already reached out to him and made our position clear.  We want R-1 zoning, which is what it is today; single-family homes.  It is consistent with what is in the area.  We don’t want spot zoning, and that is what he is asking for, dense development in an area that has very poor infrastructure.  We live in an area that is basically rural and he is asking to put in dense development.  This is not Washington Avenue.  We don’t have wide streets, we don’t have sidewalks, we don’t even have street lights.  We have traffic fatalities that have occurred on Christ Road and most of you have driven that road and know the situation I am talking about.  I just wanted to make the record clear that we reached out to Mr. Buck.  It’s not accurate for him to say he was willing to meet with us.  He told me he was not willing to meet with the association, but he said he would meet with a small group.  

President Jarboe:  Questions by member of Council?

Councilman Watts:  My question now is, if he is willing to meet, is that something, and I heard everything that you said… is if he is willing to meet and there is a common ground that can be reached is that something you are willing to do?

Jeffrey Whitinghill:  We have always been willing to meet with Mr. Buck.

Councilman Watts:  Maybe things haven’t been handled the way they should have been up to this point, but I think that…

Jeffrey Whitinghill:  All he had to do was call me and we would sit down with him to discuss…he would not take apartments off the table.  He said he would have to talk to his attorney before he could give us a compromise.  So that is the facts.

Councilman Adams:  At this juncture, your position is that the north section of Englebrecht, that section of land should mirror what you have on the southside.

Jeffrey Whitinghill:  That is correct.  Orchard Park Subdivision consist of single family homes, the price point is $200,000 to $400,000 homes.  Mr. Buck wants to take advantage of our subdivision by developing across the street.  He told me his price point was $125,000 to $175,000.  He told you this evening he was going to build medium to upscale…I don’t think $125,000 to $175,000 is upscale.  

Councilman Adams:  So your position is R-1?

Jeffrey Whitinghill:    Yes sir.

President Jarboe:  Any other members of Council?  Let me call Mr. Buck back up first to see if we will move forward with this.  You heard the offer, are you willing to…

Dan Buck:  If the apartments are the issue, well first of all let me clarify…I said I would sit down with the board of directors for the homeowner’s association.  I don’t think anybody would find that objectionable considering the fact nobody wants to be one on forty-four.  If they had a group of people that could make decisions, I made that offer but they never invited me.  Yes, I am willing to sit down…and if I can come back in front of this board, and if I take apartments off, if that is what they want.  Orchard Park is on the southside of Christ Road and those homes are probably anywhere from $250,000 to $400,000; I built a couple of them in there…

President Jarboe:  The point we are at now, either we need to continue and see how this plays out or if you would like a continuance we can continue it and give you an opportunity to negotiate with the neighbors, the neighborhoods around that area.  It is up to you.  You have an opportunity to either continue this or we will move forward.  

Dan Buck:  Can you give me a few minutes?

President Jarboe:  Yes.

Dan Buck:  Can I clarify one other thing?  Those homes in Orchard Park were built in the last ten years and were built right up against homes that are under $100,000.  

President Jarboe:  I think we are at the point now we need a…

Dan Buck:  I am just clarifying what this gentleman is trying to misrepresent.

President Jarboe:  Mr. Scheidler.

Ryan Scheidler:  Ryan Scheidler; 5025 Cider Mills.  In lieu of…

President Jarboe:  Council has recommended that we wait until he has come back in the room.  He is entitled to hear what you say.

Councilman John:  I will make one comment.  Many of these have come before Council and usually a situation like this we expect both parties to try to come up with a reasonable compromise and many times if one party is not willing to budge they may end up on the short-end of the stick.  So I would try to work together and try to come up with something that’s good for the City as well as the neighborhood.  

President Jarboe:  Mr. Whitinghill, you are from what neighborhood association again?

Jeffrey Whitinghill: Orchard Park Homeowner’s Association.

President Jarboe:  Do you take in all these neighborhoods or just…

Jeffrey Whitinghill:  We are comprised of half of Evans, Harvest Court and Cider Mills; just the three little roads right there.  Nothing in Kentucky or along Mill Rd.; and nothing along any other surrounding areas which will definitely be affected by this zoning. 

President Jarboe:  Are there other neighborhood associations?  

Jeffrey Whitinghill:  Not to my knowledge.  

Patricia Whitehead:  I am Patricia Whitehead.  I live at 801 Harmon Court.  I am the Secretary of the Indian Lakes Association.  

President Jarboe:  The young lady in the back, are you a part of either neighborhood association here?

Lady:
[Inaudible]

President Jarboe:  I just need to know about the neighborhood associations right now.  Krista, do you want to say something?

Krista Lockyear:  Krista Lockyear; I represent Dan Buck.  We are somewhat between a rock and a hard place.  We have a lot of people here that want to speak; two neighborhood associations and one that we have been in contact with.  We are happy to table this tonight and to go back to meet with the neighborhood associations and try to come up with some agreement.  Dan has said and is willing to commit in writing that he will not put apartments on this property.  I am not sure that is going to satisfy everyone’s concerns but we are happy to do that to prevent further grief for tonight, if that is everyone’s wishes.  

John Hamilton:  Would you request that this go back to area plan for consideration of use and development?

Krista Lockyear:  Yes we would.  We would re-file with an amended use and development.  I am not sure what the deadline is, but I would ask you to table at this point so we would have time to get that re-filed.  

John Hamilton:  Actually I think you would want us to take action to move to go back to Area Plan.  

Krista Lockyear:  That would be fine.

Councilman Watts:  Krista, can you make sure that everyone…every faction is represented that has concerns so we can try to address?

Krista Lockyear:  I can try my best.  I know Councilman Friend whose district this is, has been contacted by many of the neighbors and I could perhaps use his information if that is acceptable on who to contact, as well as the neighborhoods we know are represented here.  I would also offer that if there are individuals in the audience that feel they are not represented they can contact me at my office.  

Ryan Scheidler:  Since there are a lot of factions and it is uncoordinated, if all of the people that are here that are against the zoning if we could meet afterwards, perhaps stay in this conference room after the meeting and we will try to organize as best as we can so we can have one group of people that the developer meets with.

President Jarboe:  That would be great.  We want what is best for the City and what is best for the neighborhoods also.  We want to grow but we need to make sure we have smart growth.  That is what we look at when we go for zonings.  You have seen spot zonings that did not make it here tonight, and we take this serious.  We are not going to postpone this because of the size of the crowd.  We are here to do the right thing for Evansville and the community as a whole.  I appreciate the fact that you are willing to try to work this out before we have to make the final decision.

Krista Lockyear:  If we want this to go forward to December’s Plan Commission hearing we will need it amended by November 17th, next Monday.  

John Hamilton:  We would take action tonight to send it back…

Krista Lockyear:  …send it back, but assuming the amendment would have to be on file to meet the publication of notice in the newspaper and for them to do re-notice to the neighbors.  

John Hamilton:  Is this project time sensitive?

Krista Lockyear:  My client is committed to purchasing the property.  He has already talked about the R-1 development as well.  Given the Englebrecht family’s situation, if we can’t meet with the neighbors to get this worked out, we can maybe continue this for another month.  I would like not to be put into a position that we have to file by the 17th.  We may have to under the purchase agreement currently.  It is going to take some discussion.  If you can send it back to Area Plan, that will gives us time to see if we can make the 17th deadline or the next deadline.

John Hamilton:  I think this constitutes action for our purposes, and there was a no action recommendation anyway.

President Jarboe:  I spoke with Connie and she was the one really pushing this and wanted to see this done.  Councilman Sutton was here from the County and he was going to speak.  I see the meeting got long for him.  Currently, there is a fee for everything recorded in the Recorder’s office.  Sixty percent stays with the City and forty percent goes to the State for the Housing Trust Fund.  What this resolution is asking for is to ask the Governor and Legislature to keep all of the funds, 100 percent within the County for the Housing Trust Fund to help low income individuals purchase housing and do different things within the community.  The thought is, we know what is best for Vanderburgh County instead of the State knowing what is best with forty percent.  We are asking to send this resolution if it passes to the Governor’s office and the Legislature to ask them to amend the bill to read 100 percent to stay with the home county.
