MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS:
The next City Council Meeting will be held Monday, December 8, 2008 at 5:30 p.m.   Committee Meetings will begin at 5:00 p.m.

President Jarboe:  We have Ms. Collins here to speak to us.  

Jenny Collins:  Hi, I’m Jenny Collins with the City Controller’s Office.  I also have Joanne Smith with us in the audience.  I have been working with Joanne, John Hamilton, and with Bill Fluty from the Auditor’s Office.  It’s concerning the 911 fees.  Here was a Resolution adopted on March 1, 2006, where the allocation was set up for the enhanced emergency telephone service.  Of that there is ninety-five cents.  Of that ninety-five cents, thirty-five cents goes to the county, twenty five cents goes to the city, and thirty-five cents goes to a capital 911 fund.  Currently, as of November 11, and this was received from the County Auditor, he maintains that fund, they had a balance of $805,715.54.  The only thing that is being paid for currently out of that fund is the AT&T lease agreement for the phone services.  That is one hundred and twenty months lease which started on March 2008, and that monthly fee is $77,053.63.  With that all being said the reason I am here tonight is that we have some capital requests from Central Dispatch that we would like to request your permission and once we receive that we would like to go in front of the County Commissioner’s to get their permission which is scheduled for December 3, 2008.  You should have in front of you tonight a request for Capital Funds and if you would look, the total funds that we are requesting are $28,382.45.  According to the code, which I listed here Indiana Code 36-8-16-14, it is very strict on how you spend the 911 Capital Funds.  We make sure that the items that we are requesting are within that code.  The requests are listed here.  We have some technician needs for preventive maintenance and for things like that. We have some headsets that need to be replaced, also some computers and software.  Does anyone have any questions?

Councilman John:  Jenny, I’ve had discussions with Mr. Fluty and he has indicated that this is a cash fund that does not normally go through our budgetary process, but prior to spending it, it comes to both the city and the county with their requests such as this.  I think this is the first one.

Jenny Collins:   It is, so that is why I wanted to give a little history before I started.  It is a joint department and it requires both city and county approval and Central Dispatch; however, it is a city-managed department and the funds are controlled by the county.  

Councilman John:  It is my understanding that some of the requests taken out were not considered capital purchases.  They were more of maintenance.  

Jenny Collins:  According to the code for the E-911 fees, it is very specific and has to be computer related or telephone equipment.  Even normal capital purchases don’t apply due to this code.  Yes, there were a few items that we did remove from Ms. Smith’s…

Councilman John:  Do you and Mr. Fluty feel comfortable that all requests fit within the statuary authority?

Jenny Collins:  Yes.  

President Jarboe:  Since I am the City Council representative to the Central Dispatch Board, we had this discussion at the last Central Dispatch meeting and actually thanks to Jenny I had a copy of the code and was able to make sure all the board members were aware of what could be spent out of that fund, because it is very restrictive.  The intent of dividing the 95 cents up one when we got that increase in 2006 was to make sure we had money in place for capital projects such as…I know the $77,000 is for the phone system that was replaced at Central Dispatch and we always wanted to make sure we were staying ahead of the curve.  We did discuss this and everyone is aware now what can or cannot be spent out that fund.  I had the same discussion with Mr. Fluty, and Jenny and I had some discussion about this.  What is on the list is truly needed and qualifies to come out of this fund.  I would assume we need a motion to…

Councilman John moved and Councilman Friend seconded the motion to approve the expenditures.  Voice vote. So ordered.  

Jenny Collins:  Thank you.  

President Jarboe:  You will be going to County…

Jenny Collins:  County Council on Wednesday at 8:30 a.m. and I will be taking the same document you have in front of you tonight.

Councilman Kniese:  As far as the five computers, is there a request down the road for additional computers to be purchased?

Jenny Collins:  I will have to refer to Joanne.

Joanne Smith:  I am Joanne Smith the Director of Central Dispatch.  That is an ongoing refresh program.  We are not included in the City’s refresh program currently and I understand from talking with Matt Arvay that we will be.  The joint departments will be included in that, but they are not currently.  

Councilman Kniese:  So there is a good chance next year or whenever you may have another set coming forth that would need to be replaced or upgraded.

Joanne Smith:  Yes.  We may have to return next year for funds from that account as well.  

President Jarboe:  Any other questions for Joanne?  Thank you both.  Anything else under miscellaneous?

Councilwoman Mosby:  I want to congratulate the Memorial High School Football Team on their Semi-State win and applaud them for a job well done on Saturday.  I wanted to welcome back the 163rd Troops and thank them for their tour of duty.  It was a great parade and the whole City backed them…it was wonderful.  

President Jarboe:  Anyone else?  Anyone in the audience have anything under miscellaneous business?  Seeing none.
