Tom Norton:  My name is Tom Norton and I am the attorney representing Foster Builders, Inc.  Foster Builders, Inc. is an operator for the Dollar General Stores; they develop sites for the Dollar General.  If you pass this and the project goes forward, Foster will enter into a ten-year lease with Dollar General, with five-year options thereafter.  What is planned to be developed is a 9,100 square foot commercial building, not on the site we are rezoning, but on the site immediately south of it, which is 1555 Boeke and is already zoned C-2.  The property we are looking to seek a zoning change on this evening is north of that at 1525.  That zoning is coupled with a use and development commitment combining the use of the property to parking, a dock, dumpster pad and enclosure and ingress and egress on Boeke.  That is a limitation in the use and development that goes with that C-2 zoning.  The building is primarily on the site that is already zoned C-2 and will primarily be parking on the site we are seeking a rezoning for…1525 Boeke is currently a residence, the Hillman’s home, that will be taken down.  The other property was the well-known eastside icon of Paul’s Tavern and it has already been lost to fire and sits vacant presently.  We went with the use and development commitment to put the less intent side of this on the northern part of the property and because it is residential from that point forward.  Everything south of this is C-2.  Mr. Foster is here tonight if you have any technical questions.  

President Jarboe:  Thank you. Are there any questions for Mr. Foster or Mr. Norton this evening from Council?  Is there anyone in the audience that would like to speak in favor or in opposition to this rezoning?  Seeing none.
