Councilwoman Robinson:  Mr. President, I filed this because it is a passion of mine.  I believe if we are going to spend $127 million on our arena, then we need to give local contractors an opportunity to participate in the bidding process.  Hopefully, the new Project Manager, John Kish, he is aware of that and I am sure we can depend on him.  He has a success rate with the airport property in using minority and women owned companies.  We would like to see them hire for employees 20% of the residents from Pigeon Township, which includes the 5th Ward, the 3rd Ward and the 6th Ward in addition to the 4th Ward.  I am asking tonight for your support on this resolution.
