President Watts:  We have a nomination for Stephanie Brinkerhoff- Riley to the Human Relations Commission.  

Councilman Adams moved and Councilman John seconded the Motion to Appoint Stephanie Brinkerhoff-Riley to the Human Relations Commission.  Voice vote.  So ordered.  

Robert Miller:  My name is Robert Miller; I live 825 Negley.  Several years ago I was President of the Diamond Stringtown Association.  Curt informed me just before the meeting that I am in the wrong place to start what I am going to say but to go ahead anyway.  Several years ago when I was President, they assigned me to a committee that was combination sewers.  At that time they represented to us that we had to start separating the combined sewers at the same time the Diamond Avenue project was starting with the state and the city increased the size so they could do the neighborhood projects so they could get the separation of the sanitation and the storm water.  It increased the capacity on our sewage plant when it is separated.  About two years ago there was a storm water committee and they took this project and put it into four projects of the storm water.  Yes, it is flood a project and it was something according to the committee separation of the two sewers.  We have flooding in our neighborhood; one rain event took three foundations out and they have had cars floating between Negley and Stanley in the 800 block.  Mr. Coleman and I used to call Curt early in the morning because our houses were flooding.  I just want people to realize that it is just not the flood water it is a combination sewer project.  

Mr. Keepes had the plans several years ago drawn out, so it is shovel ready.
Councilman John:  I hope I did not mislead you with my comments.  We are limited in to what we can do.  We can take this request forward…anytime anyone has a complaint with city services they can bring that to our attention, especially if nobody else is handling that for them.  I am sure word will go forward from this meeting to Pat Keepes and the City Administration regarding your concerns for that area.  With the stimulus money coming out and money the state loosening up maybe we can get some action on that project.
Robert Miller:  It was the stimulus money that made me come to the forefront.  At that time according to that committee, we were starting the separation and we have an obligation I feel to.  

Councilman Adams:  You are talking about the neighborhood on either side of Diamond from 41 maybe up to First Avenue?

Robert Miller:  It would be from Kentucky to the creek.  There are two projects going south and two north to take over the storm sewers connected to the creek.

Councilman Adams:  But you are not talking about anything to do with Diamond; you are talking about the areas to enhance separation on either side.

Robert Miller:  Right.  Connection points in the street now, and all the city has to do is tie into them.  

Councilman Adams:  Okay.  

Councilman John:  In other words, we have the [Inaudible]. 

Robert Miller:  Corps of Engineers turned that pumping station on and there is a big place next to it, but it has to get three-quarters full before the pumps come on and our neighborhoods flood before that.  

President Watts:  Anything else under miscellaneous business?
