Steve Bohleber:  My name is Steve Bohleber and I represent the petitioner in this rezoning request.  On a personal request I want to thank Keith Jarboe for his service on this Council.  It is not an easy job and talking to him before he said he is going from the frying pan into the fire.  I do want to wish the very best of wishes for his new job.  Also, I would be remiss if I did not welcome my friend of 36 years, Dan McGinn, I think he will serve this Council as well as he has his clients as an attorney and the City of Evansville as Zoo Director.  The history of this property…and I have a long personal history with it; it was a fraternity house before my friends in the Islamic community created a mosque at that location.  The local Islamic community has outgrown this facility and has expanded to Warrick County.  A large mosque with an educational center and a variety of social service agencies will be incorporated as well.  So they are in the process of moving.  Mr. Mehringer approached them sometime ago to purchase the land from them in this LLC, and he is leasing it back to them for as long as they need to be there.  As soon as they depart to their new home in Warrick County he is going to relocate his business, Access Partners, which is currently in the Old Post Office place.  This is a larger and more convenient location for his business that has been quite successful.  Even though this is a request to go from a residential use to a commercial use, this is probably going to result in a decline in pedestrian and vehicular traffic to this site because the Islamic faith requires prayer five times during the course of the day and people were coming and going constantly at this center when it was a mosque.  Mr. Mehringer tells me almost all of his business is online or by telephone, so the only traffic will be the vehicles of the employees.  There are currently eleven coming to and from this site each day.  Perhaps some leave for lunch.  This is a neighborhood Bob is very familiar with.  He grew up in this neighborhood and he attended St. Ben’s, Memorial, and the University of Evansville.  He lives in the neighborhood and is active in his church and schools.  His wife is active in the Lincolnshire Neighborhood Association and is past president.  He is coming here to continue the positive use of the site for the betterment of his business and the community at large.  This does come with a unanimous do-pass recommendation from the Area Plan Commission.  We know of no complaints from anyone and we did not here from any remonstrators at the staff level or the Area Plan Commission meeting.  We are here to answer any questions you might have.  Otherwise, we would appreciate a positive vote from you to rezone this property.  
Councilwoman Mosby:  I would like to add that in the Second Ward for City Council I have not received any complaints against this.  Thanks for your information.
Vice-President Robinson:  Are there any other questions from Council members?  Anyone in the audience…any remonstrators?

A Resolution Approving an Agreement between the City and County Regarding the 2009 Byrne Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Program Award
