A Resolution in Support of Naming the new West Side Pool the Norman “Red” Mosby Pool

President Watts:  In talking with the Mayor and the administration over the last few months we were trying to come up with a suitable name and something that reflected the work that we had put in on creating the westside pool and with that I will read the resolution that I would like the Council to support.  

A RESOLUTION IN SUPPORT

OF NAMING THE NEW WESTSIDE

POOL THE “NORMAN RED MOSBY POOL”

WHEREAS, Norman Red Mosby was an officeholder serving citizens of the west side of Evansville for 43 years; and

WHEREAS, Norman Red Mosby owned a business and resided in the west side of Evansville for his entire life; and

WHEREAS, Norman Red Mosby was active in numerous civic and west side organizations, including the West Side Nut Club, R-Men and Mater Dei Booster Clubs, and was a member of St. Agnes Parish; and

WHEREAS, Norman Red Mosby is remembered as an outstanding citizen, family man, office holder, and businessman, who made lifelong contributions of service on behalf of citizens of the west side of Evansville; and

WHEREAS, the City Council wishes to honor the legacy and memory of Norman Red Mosby; and

WHEREAS, it would be a fitting tribute to name the new pool on the west side the “Norman Red Mosby Pool”.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Evansville as follows:

1.
The City Council requests that the new west side pool be named the Norman Red Mosby Pool, and be designated as such by appropriate signage.

2.
That a copy of this Resolution be forwarded to the Norman Red Mosby family, the Evansville Parks Board, and Evansville Parks Department.

Councilman Adams:  With some intrepidation I suggest perhaps that the pool site be named the Mosby pool because various members of the family including Red worked so hard on this particular project that they deserve some recognition.  
President Watts:  I certainly conclude.  I know Don is in the audience and Don did a lot of stuff working on this pool , but I think when we go into naming this we are looking at…not to belittle what David, Missy or Don has done; I think of what Red did over 40…50 years.  He was in the Trustees Office where he would directly affect people lives.  We do things up here to try to make things better. He spent 40 years to where if he didn’t have money in his budget he would take it out of his pocket and help families.  I think that 40 or 50 years of service is what…I would like to keep the resolution as is.  I certainly concur…a great family.  

Councilman Adams:  Notice I didn’t make it a resolution.  I just think that the entire family has worked on this particular project and I am very excited.  I am about the Boys & Girls Club that opened at nine o’clock this morning.  It’s a great day for Evansville in terms of both these projects. 

President Watts:  It is.  If you have not been out by the new sites I would encourage you to do so.  It is first class and people are excited.  I do see David Mosby in the audience, Red’s son.  Do you have anything?

David Mosby:  Doc, I appreciate what you said but I would not feel it would be fitting to name the pool after me.  I don’t think anybody did as much for the westside as Red did…43 years he touched a lot of lives.  I worked for Red when I was eight years old, so I can tell you what kind of person he was by running a business and he served people well.  For 30 years he ran gas stations on the westside and if you did not have money to pay you still got gas.  He would always tell me, son they will be back…don’t worry about it.  He never treated any person differently.  He told me on many occasions to remember when they get up in the morning they put their pants on just like you do; so son treat everyone like you would want to be treated and Red did.  Now that I have filled his shoes, as being Perry Township Trustee after leaving the commission and the council, I see what work he did over the 40 years of being the trustee and the things he did.  I can tell you the lives that he touched and he has touched many.  On behalf of myself, my family and everybody I have talked with…I have had people from the community ask me, why you don’t have them name that after Red.  I said it’s not really my project but the council will see fit to do what they think is best.  If they know half of what I know, it will happen.  I appreciate what every one of you is doing today and I know the family does too.  
Councilman John:  David, I know how close and active your family has been over the years and I am sure even though it will be named the Norman “Red” Mosby Pool that you will all take pride in the fact that it is named after the family.

David Mosby:  Most definitely.  My two brothers know about this and they are very thankful.  Both said they would love to come to the ribbon cutting when it happens.  It is not something we really deserve…it is a legacy that Red built over 70 years.  
Councilman Friend:  I never knew your dad that well but on the days I did have the opportunities to meet him he was always a very kind gentleman.  

David Mosby:  I know Red was very political but it didn’t matter republican or democrat, to Red everybody was his friend.  That is the way he went through life.  As I see in here things now, he did well.

Don Mosby:  I am Don Mosby.  I appreciate you naming it after Red.  The Howell kids need the help.  I have worked with them kids and I got a boy I drive to Garvin Park.  I belong to Howell Booster Club and the swimming park and I appreciate you naming it after him.  It took us a long time to get that pool put in Howell.  I thank you for naming it after Norman and I am oldest boy left in the family so I just wanted to make sure…I still fight…I was born in Howell.  Now I live on the eastside and everybody was asking why I was fighting for a pool on the westside; I have four grandkids that live in Howell.  

President Watts:  Any other questions by members of Council?  

Councilman John moved and Councilwoman Robinson seconded the motion to adopt Resolution C-2009-12.

Councilwoman Mosby:  I just want to say how fitting it is to do this a couple of days before Red’s birthday; aye.

President Watts:  I will concur and appreciate Councilman Adams sentiment.  I think that what you are seeing is what Red started and it is a spill over into David and myself…Red would tell me to do what is right for the right reason and chips will fall where they may.  So I think you see he is still touching lives today; with that I will vote aye.  

There being nine (9) ayes and zero (0) nays, Resolution C-2009-12 is hereby declared adopted.

G.A.G.E. Tax Phase-in Compliance Review

Libbie Au: I am Libbie Au with G.A.G.E.  I am here this evening to continue to present the 2009 Tax Phase-In Compliance report. The first spreadsheet contains the compliance information for the companies I have received CF-1’s for thus far.  The spreadsheet compares the projected investment and employment with the actual investment and employment.  The second spreadsheet contains the estimated tax revenue for the result of these projects which is approximately $1.6 million.  Also, attached are letters of explanation from companies that fell below their estimates.  I can answer any questions from Council members.
Councilwoman Bredhold:  Could you explicate the letter the letter from A&K a little more?  It was…
Libbie Au:  That was an explanation they submitted last year.  Their employment figures did not change at all.  They are at their estimate.  Their estimates when they submitted the project were more than what they anticipated so when they actually did the construction it was less than what they had projected.  
Councilman Watts:  Any other questions by members of Council?

Councilwoman Bredhold:  Libbie, how long have you been doing this?  
Libbie Au:  This is actually the third cycle that I have been doing the compliance.

Councilwoman Bredhold:  Did we ask businesses for letters explaining why they did or did not meet the standards that are expected before you all started this?

Libbie Au:  We did last year and this will be the second year.

Councilwoman Bredhold:  I think this is terrific that we are doing this and that we have explanations from these businesses about why they do.

President Watts:  Libbie, I say this every time you come, these are so helpful.  When you lay it out like this it really breaks it down…so thanks very much.  Anything else under miscellaneous business?  Seeing none.
