Councilman Walker:  Yes, I would like to make a motion tonight for us to go on record to reinstate the Homestead Act and waive the second and third reading of it.  I make that a motion.

President Watts:  It has to be posted for ten days.

John Hamilton:  There has to be approximately ten days [inaudible]…advertised.

Councilman Walker:  You have to advertise?
President Watts:  It has to be advertised for ten days before we can reinstate it; as long as we have this done by August 1st.

Councilman Walker:  That is the reason I was trying to get it done tonight so that it would be done before August 1st.  

John Hamilton:  July 13th is the earliest date you can do it and satisfy the public hearing requirement.  

Councilman Walker:  Okay.

Councilwoman Bredhold:  The federal EPA had some meetings about the Jacobsville super fund area in recent weeks.  They were sparsely attended and that is an area that encompasses 10,000 parcels of property.  I just wanted to make an announcement here because we are televised. If you live in the area and think you have been exposed to lead then you should call the health department; the number there is 435-5695.  There is no need for panic, but there is reason for concern and they offer those for free.  They can also put you in contact with the EPA and the resources available through the EPA.
