Councilwoman Bredhold:  I would probably have voted for it if it were for a nine year abatement, although, I think that communities nationwide would probably be better off if we banned tax abatements.  We have got so many projects that we need to put money to, and these tax abatements cost all of us.  So I think that it sets a bad precedent to get away from the formula and I vote nay. 

Councilwoman Robinson:  I look forward to using union workers, also minority and local suppliers and I hope you hold to that; therefore I vote yes.  

Councilman Adams:  I am just worried about the precedent we are sending tonight and it worries me that in a month or a year from now somebody is going to come and start dancing and say somehow the evaluation wasn’t done…regretfully I vote nay.  

Clerk Matlock:  You vote nay?

Councilman Adams:  I vote nay; it’s a great project but I don’t like the precedent.  

President Watts:  Mr. Miller and those at Mead Johnson, I appreciate everything that you do in this city, you know just being so civic minded.  I do hope you stand by what Councilwoman Robinson said and not only create 35 jobs here for our families, but let’s create 200 more jobs for the union workers here who are always supporting us, and our minority-women owned businesses and let’s spend that money in Evansville; with that I happily vote aye.  
There being six (6) ayes and two (2) nays, Resolution C-2009-26 as amended is hereby declared adopted.
