Sherman Greer: I have a proclamation from Mayor Weinzapfel for Sever Weather Awareness Week, and we want everyone to be aware of this.
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Sherman Greer:  It’s tornado awareness time, be aware of what is going on.  Every year we have the possibility of having severe weather within this area.  This is the fifth year anniversary of what happened at Eastbrook and just be aware of what is going on.  Listen to our meteorologists they give us good information.  When they can tell you what the wind speed is going to be on your block and what time that is pretty good. Are there any questions? 

Councilman Adams:  What is the hot period of time for tornados in this municipality?  
Sherman Greer:  Years ago I could probably tell you that was going to be between April and May, but now tornados happen in December, January or November.
Councilman Adams:  I was talking statistically.

Sherman Greer:  April and May.  When we start it is from March to June.
President Watts:  Any other questions by members of council?  Thank you Sherman.  Anything else under miscellaneous business?  Does anyone in the audience have anything else under miscellaneous business?
Stan Wheeler:  I couldn’t get in the door to get my name in the pot.  I just want to make a comment about the businesses.  There is a hometown business called Kempf’s Donut Bank and if you remember a few years ago that you could not walk into the place without cutting smoke with a knife.  A beer and a cigarette is just like a coffee and a cigarette.  Now Kempf’s is out of business, they haven’t built those two new stores, they haven’t tore down that other one and built a new one in its place.  I don’t think it has hurt the Kempf’s business at all and I think the tavern owners in Evansville will find if they do ban smoking it will not decrease business it will increase it.  Kempf’s is a prime example of somebody that stepped forward and banned smoking for the health of their employees and patrons, and I believe their business has thrived in Evansville.  Thank you.
President Watts: Anything else under miscellaneous business?
Jean Morizur:  I have been in Evansville for the past two years and the U.S. for the past seven years now.  I am working at SABIC.  I have been in the scientific community for eight years.  I know exactly the chemicals that are released during smoking.  As a business and chemical company we strive to decrease the release of such substances that are actually produced during smoking.  Such substances have been related to carcinogenic in many states of the U.S.  Over the past three years 35 countries in the world has passed a total ban on smoking.  England it was in 2007, Ireland the same, Denmark 2006 and France in 2008.  I agree we are a little late on this one, but what has been done has decreased the cardiovascular accidents from smoking.  There was a 15% decrease in the first year on CDA’s of patients admitted to the hospital.  I understand fears, because in Europe we actually faced the very same arguments and fears from businesses.  The first year in France we saw a decrease in attendance of coming to bars, restaurants, clubs and so on, but at the end of 2009 we saw an increase of customers in these same bars.  The argument saying that this will actually affect the business drastically you are only looking at the smoking site.  Seventy-eight percent of the U.S. does not smoke, and some of them don’t go to bars or restaurants because of the smoke.  I urge you to concentrate on these facts and to pass this legislation.  We don’t need to compromise between air and business.  As a chemist I know what these substances can do.
