Councilman John:  Mr. President, your Finance Committee met this evening to hear Ordinance G-2010-15 and it comes forward with a do-pass recommendation.

Bill Jeffers:  Bill Jeffers, 2641 Malibu Drive; requested during the finance committee meeting that his letter and questions be a part of the city council minutes.  
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Another commentI have to make is that your sewer utlllty representatrves keep
saying it's fair because the rate increases go up the same for everyone and the
county already pays the. 35% differential. What I want you to consrder is that
when the rates are based on the 35% differential, the cost per 1000 gallons of
current service is $4. 82 in the city and $6.51 in the county. But that will goto
$5.83 in the city and $7.88 in the county, whrch is an mcreased spread from
$1 65 more for the county to $2 05 more. :

It's Irke when salary rarses are based on percentages rather than straight dollar
amounts - the high end salanes keeps cllmbmg dlsproportuonately away from the
low end of the pay scale, ~

the mandated CSO separatron by rarsmg rates to. pay the estrmated $500 million
dollar price tag.

city and $21.58 per 1000 for the county. And your utility representatlyes still will
say the increases were fair because the differential still is 35%, even though the
actual differential went from $2.05 per unit to $5.65. Do any of you: see what
I'm talking about?

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The proposed sewer rates for county users will be significantly higher than the
proposed rates for city users. The differential rate is between 30 — 35% higher
for county users than for city users.

While the county rate differential may remain the same in terms of percentage,
the actual spread in dollars increases significantly.

Is the proposed county user rate differential in percentage terms determined by
a formal cost-of-service study?

Is the proposed rate differential in actual dollar amount terms based on cost
differentials determined by a formal cost-of-service study?

If 50, does the study demonstrate and justify the proposed cost differentials,
both in percentage terms and in actual dollar amount projections?

Are the proposed rates, and the differential, based on a cost-of-services study
conducted by a team of accountants, lawyers and engineers?

If so, were the following issues fully addressed by the cost-of-services study:

« Labor costs for installation of the sewer lines and pump stations outside
city

« Comparative maintenance costs for the newer lines/lift stations outside
city

« Comparative electricity costs to operate lift stations outside the city

« Comparative depreciation on newer lines/lift stations outside the city

¢ Return on capitai

Was there any consideration of designating service districts outside the city that
might be segregated into areas utilizing, for example, gravity flow only versus
those districts that require pump stations?

Was there any consideration given regarding how many pump stations are inside
the city versus those pump stations outside the city?

Was there any consideration given as to which pump stations and sewer lines are
the oldest or the ones requiring the most maintenance and upgrade?
