President Watts:  I would like to have a motion to re-appoint Ralph Kissinger to the Building Authority Board of Trustees.

President Watts:  Councilman Walker, did they get all of your questions answered about weeds?
Councilman Walker:  Yes.

President Watts:  Thank you.  Did anyone else on council have anything under miscellaneous business?  Councilwoman Mosby.

Councilwoman Mosby:  President Watts, back in January I said that I would no longer be able to be on the Commission on Homelessness, and they contacted me earlier this week to find out why I have not been showing up, and I was needing to find out who was my replacement.  

President Watts:  I don’t know if we ever made one.

Councilman McGinn:  That was the one that I was interested in and I was suppose to find out when they met and I had not heard anything, so I thought someone else was appointed.  Do you know when they meet?  
President Watts:  Can we get you the meeting times and see if they still work for you? Then we can do that reappointment.

Councilman McGinn:  That would be fine.

Rose Young:  Rose Young; Mayor’s Office.  The Commission on Homelessness meets the second Thursday of the month at 10:00 a.m. in the Mayor’s Conference Room.  

President Watts:  Dan?  Okay, Councilman McGinn is appointed to the commission.  Anything else under miscellaneous business?  Anthony Schmitt.
Anthony Schmitt:  Anthony Schmitt and I live at 3130 Waterman Drive.  I am a respiratory therapist and I am the chair of Smoke Free Evansville.  I too am a taxpayer and constituent and I suffer from asthma.  It’s appropriate that I stand before you today, on Monday, July 22nd would have been my father’s 85th birthday.  He died April 14, 1975 when I was 17 and he was 49.  He was a veteran of World War II, and was given cigarettes, and therefore he smoked for about 30 years. He developed COPD, which are emphysema, chronic bronchitis and heart disease.  I and many others of the city have presented to you, as well as, state government to essentially beg you for the moral, honest and ethical action to take for the city, county and State of Indiana on smoke free.  When I last spoke to you I was one of the 75% of people present who was in favor of the ordinance providing all the necessities, medical information and what-not for the ordinance. It is not the right of a taxpayer; it is not in the Constitution; and we all pay taxes and that is not a valid argument.  That the council would adopt a policy for the city for smoke-free public spaces then we would see a reduction in smoking.  In an article from the Evansville Courier, July 10, 2010, it addresses how Scitex Corporation has become smoke-free July 6th in all of their company vehicles and property.  Scitex has joined many other companies locally that have gone smoke-free and promote healthy lifestyles for their employees.  Since the last meeting in March about 200 people in Evansville have been diagnosed with COPD and face a premature death.  Since the last meeting about 50 of our citizens have died as a result of primary or second-hand smoke that has led to cancers, COPD, heart disease and other maladies.  Since we last met the organizations that voluntarily went to non-smoking did not crash and burn, but they have increased, namely the bars.  Indiana still remains over 23% smokers and about 35% over the national average.  Smoking in Indiana, Evansville and Vanderburgh County accounts for more healthcare costs then deaths of HIV, alcohol abuse, car accidents, illegal drugs, murders and suicides combined.  Comparisons of the Hispanic and Caucasian smokers are pretty much at the Indiana level right now; while African Americans are up 31%.  Smoking has been declining in the older populous, but not in the 18 to 24 year old range.  It could be because of the association with bars and restaurants.  I could go on with other statistics, but we know that doesn’t work.  What I do know is that when I treated patients with COPD as a respiratory therapist and they are begging for a breathing treatment because they cannot breathe, I can honestly say that I provide them with much comfort as possible, and they probably didn’t know they had COPD when they started.  I thank you for your time and your trust that as city council members you will do the right thing for the city and it’s citizens, protect all workers and children, and aid the reduction of healthcare costs in Evansville.  I have an addendum to this from the Governor’s website the mission and vision for 2015 for Indiana from this I gather that he has promised there will be support to the local groups when asked.  I know that this is a political issue...a…a…are we looking for the state to do it first? We are looking for somebody else to do it first.  Well, it has to start somewhere.  I plead with you, let it start here.  Thank you.  
President Watts:  Any questions by members of council?  

Councilman McGinn:  Tony, thank you for coming, but would you provide us about every 60 days with the number of people that have died from smoking related illnesses since this meeting?
