Councilman McGinn:  If this wasn’t amended I was prepared to vote aye.  I just think that this body is spending a short amount of time considering the fact that the Citizens Advisory Committee probably spent hours and hours going over this, and we are changing their opinion.  Plus, reducing programs that feed hungry children is something that I will not vote for when these people I believe have established budgets and spent that money in least in theory.  I vote no.  
Councilwoman Bredhold:  I agree with Councilman McGinn.  I would like to have a better understanding of why those choices were made previously to fund those organizations at the levels that they were.  I also vote nay.  

Councilman Adams:  This process is a little difficult for me to deal with.  I suggest that next year that we have tweaks to this in writing maybe ahead of time.  I don’t like the concept of taking nutrition away from children.  A dollar spent in a child’s nutrition comes back to society hundreds of thousands of dollars better in the person’s lifetime.  I vote nay this time.

An Ordinance to Rezone Certain Real Estate in the City of Evansville, State of Indiana, more commonly known as 318, 320 and 322 Waggoner Avenue, Evansville, Indiana

Petitioner:

The Kunkel Group Inc.

President Watts:  On your desk this evening you had a letter requesting that we continue this until October 11, 2010.  I believe there is a representative from the Kunkel Group here.

Councilwoman Bredhold:  I don’t believe that we are going to meet on…are we?   We are not meeting on the fourth.  Okay.

Chuck Harper:  I am Chuck Harper with the Kunkel Group.  Actually, I think we have had a minor procedural conflict.  I am not sure that we need to put it on for October 11th.  Since the last meeting I want to apologize to the council for whatever misunderstandings there could’ve been in the last meeting.  Since the last meeting we have met with Councilwoman Robinson.  We had a chance to talk with her and talk with a couple of people in the neighborhood.  There is just a lot of passion about the neighborhood and what is right for it.  We don’t want to stand in the way of that.  We are trying to put together a plan to do some major residential development in that neighborhood because that is what that neighborhood is calling for.  We intend to meet with the neighbors at their next neighborhood association to present that plan, and get them behind that.  I think the appropriate thing for us to do at this point is to just send it back to the Area Plan Commission so that we can make sure that the neighbors are on the same page.  We are being sensitive to what that neighborhood would like and go from there.  
John Hamilton:  Is that your request on behalf of the petitioner that it be sent back to Area Plan?  

Chuck Harper:  Correct.  

John Hamilton:  That would require a motion and a second.

Councilman Friend:  I make the motion.

John Hamilton:  Is there anything else from your standpoint that would be required if the council approves?

Voice from audience:  If there is going to be a forthcoming amendment we would like to have an ideal of… [Inaudible]

John Hamilton:  Will this automatically go on your agenda? 

Voice from audience:  No, not unless it is amended.  The Plan Commission has already voted on this.  Unless it is amended it will not go back to them.  

Councilwoman Robinson:  I think what they intend to do without releasing too much information before we talk to the neighborhood association, I don’t think zoning will be necessary.  It will not have to be rezoned.  To give you some information, the meeting I had with Chuck and Ben, it was very helpful.  They want to do a lot in the community.  I think the neighborhood association when they see what they are going to do will be thrilled.  Everything did work out for the best of the neighborhood.

President Watts:  So is your motion to withdraw this zoning?  If you want to you can defer to John.  

John Hamilton:  Do you intend to amend it? 

Chuck Harper:  That property I think is zoned appropriately now for what we use it for in the future.  
Clerk Matlock:  So you are going to withdraw?

President Watts:  So you are going…

John Hamilton:  You need to tell us what you are asking us to do.  If you are not prepared to do that tonight and you want to continue it to the 11th that is an option also.
Chuck Harper:  We are not prepared to do anything that the neighborhood doesn’t want.  From that standpoint and to be quite honest, I don’t think I could come here and say anything or do anything that would be appropriate or with the neighbors to make that an appropriate use.  So I guess my answer to you is that I don’t have any reason for it to be zoned commercially at this point.  If that is a withdrawal…

Councilwoman Robinson:  So you just want to go ahead and withdraw it?

Chuck Harper:  If we can just withdraw that that is fine as well.  

Councilwoman Robinson:  Just go ahead and withdraw it.

Councilman Adams:  I made the observation when I went down to your property 24 hours after our last meeting and it was looking a heck of a lot better.  

John Hamilton:  I think you are aware of this, if it is withdrawn just as if it is denied, you cannot file any petition to rezone it for a year after the withdrawal.  

Chuck Harper:  I am aware of that.  I think the sentiment is strong enough that it just doesn’t matter.  That’s fine.

Councilwoman Mosby:  Thank you for calling me the next day after the meeting, and getting with Councilwoman Robinson.  We appreciate that.  Thank you for working with the neighborhood.    

Councilman Friend moved and Councilman Adams seconded the motion to withdraw Ordinance R-2010-4 as amended.
