President Watts:  What will be our next rezoning date?  They don’t have a date on here.  Did they put one in that they would like for it to be heard?  Is there anyone here to speak on
 R-2010-13, as amended?
Susan Harp:  Hi, Susan Harp, President of Oakhill Neighborhood Association.  I just want to clarify that they do have to go back to Area Plan.  
President Watts:  Unless they change it, they won’t have to.  They can continue it and then bring it back to us.  If there are any amendments to it then they will have to go……

Susan Harp:  Inaudible.

Councilman Adams:  Even in the face of that suggestion by the Area Plan they still did not meet with you people?

Susan Harp:  No sir.

Councilman Adams:  This was a very contentious Area Plan Meeting.  The person who presented it kept saying that you needed to go back and you need to discuss it with the neighborhood association because they are making no progress.  It’s right on the Pigeon Creek line.  So it may change the flavor of that area.  He said that he didn’t care he wanted to vote that night.  That’s why there were 3 to 7 negative.  The main issue is that it’s going to open up north of Pigeon Creek to perhaps Bippus.  It would have influence across the street to the church.  It’s across from the church, isn’t it? 
Susan Harp:  No, it would be right as you come over the Pigeon Creek Bridge. There on the right side of the church.  If you come off of the bridge and they are right there on the bridge, the property is right there.

Councilman Friend:  It’s around that corner.
Susan Harp:  So the main objections were about signage.  That was one of the big issues.  We were not given all of the information about the Use and Development before that meeting.

John Hamilton:  When was your action taken because we have ninety days to take action.  November 11?  It was a denial, correct?  So the City Council has ninety days to act.
President Watts:  We have a motion by Councilman John and a second by Councilman Adams to continue Ordinance R-2010-13 to be heard at a later date.  All in favor say aye, opposed?  So ordered.

John Hamilton:  I would still recommend that you set a specific date for this to come back to council and then it’s up to the petitioner to either make progress or show up and have you take action.

President Watts:  It will be the 10th.  We will set this for January 10, 2011, at 5:30 pm.  That may change if they amend it.  They would have to go back to Area Plan.  The petitioner needs to be notified.
