John Hamilton:  I’ve been asked by a couple of members of council about our rules for public speakers.  I know that several months ago Councilman Adams you had me look into it and I issued a memo basically on what other cities were doing just so you would have information on that.  We have never adopted anything in response to that, so if anyone wishes that I draft some proposed rules for council, to address such things as the topic when they turn in their sheet, if you’re going to limit the number of speakers.  It might help if you adopted rules you could publish them on the clerk’s website, city council’s website so that everyone would know.  Sign up for public comment, here’s the rules.  I don’t know if anyone wants me to draft something like that.  
Councilman Adams:  When you say that you want to think about adopting…..would that be a formal ordinance? 

John Hamilton:  You would not have to do it by ordinance.  You could simply vote by the majority of the council to say “here is the rules we are going to follow for public speakers.”  It could be changed at any time by the majority ……

Councilman Adams:  But obviously we would discuss that in open forum and ask…….

John Hamilton:  Yes.  I’m just throwing it out there because I’ve been asked questions about it.  With the new year coming I didn’t know if you wanted to do anything on it.

President Watts:  How do we want to work………

John Hamilton:  You could ask me to do it. You could appoint a committee…….
President Watts:  Every trusts I would hope, John to put something together and we will all review it.  If we want a committee, we will make one, but I certainly trust anything he comes up with.

John Hamilton:  We will have a committee of nine then.

President Watts:  Thank you sir.  Anything else under Miscellaneous Business?  Anyone in the audience have anything under Miscellaneous Business?  Yes sir.  We do want to wish everyone a Merry Christmas to all and Happy New Year.  Time is flying by.  With that we will move on to committee reports.  ASD Committee, Chairwoman Mosby.
